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National Income and Product Accounts Tables

This set of national income and product accounts
(NIPAs) tables presents the most recent estimates of
gross domestic product (GDP) and its components,
released on July 27, 2012. These estimates include the
advance estimates for the second quarter of 2012 and pre-
liminary estimates for June 2012 for the monthly series.
Tables in this section also incorporate estimates from the
2012 annual revision of the NIPAs; these include revi-
sions for 2009, 2010, 2011 and for the first quarter of
2012.
