
Packaging Materials Tables 
 
Introduction 
Packaging materials are an essential component of the complex supply chain for food and beverage 
products that extends from the production of agricultural commodities on the farm, through processing, 
packaging, and distribution, through final sale to the consumer.  The end-users of many of the machinery 
components of the supply chain—especially food processing machinery, packaging machinery, and 
commercial food service equipment—are frequently end-users of packaging materials, as well.  Indeed, 
much of the value of the machinery depends on the availability of suitable packaging for the food and 
beverage products they are designed to handle.  Much the same is true of the supply chains for 
pharmaceuticals and a wide variety of other consumer packaged goods. 
 
In response to interest expressed by the private sector for data describing U.S. manufacturing, 
employment, and trade in packaging materials, the Office of Transportation and Machinery (OTM) within 
the International Trade Administration (ITA) has prepared the tables found below.  They are based on 
data compiled by the U.S. Department of Commerce/Bureau of the Census, Department of Homeland 
Security/Immigration and Customs Enforcement, and the U.S. International Trade Commission.  
Manufacturing and employment data are derived from the Census Bureau’s Annual Survey of 
Manufacturers 2008-2010 and the 2007 Economic Census of the United States, and are organized 
according to the North American Industry Classification System (NAICS).   
 
These tables represent an initial effort by OTM and ITA to document commerce in packaging materials. 
The creators of the tables have tried to capture comprehensive data for a wide range of materials from 
publically available sources.  OTM staff continues to analyze the export and import data, in particular, in 
order to better understand the dynamics of U.S. international trade in these products.   
 
Public Input Welcome 
OTM recognizes that the data presented here can benefit from further refinement.  Questions, comments, 
and suggestions from the public are welcome, in particular regarding:  
 

 Product Categories – What has been overlooked, or included incorrectly? 
 Percentages – Some materials listed have multiple end uses, only one of which is packaging; are 

the percentages we assign to packaging realistic?
