SUMMARY: Notice is hereby given that the U.S. International Trade Commission has 
determined to extend the deadline for determining whether to review the final initial 
determination ("ID") and to extend the target date for completion of the above-captioned 
investigation, each by two days.

SUPPLEMENTARY INFORMATION: The Commission instituted this investigation on May 
4, 2011, based on a complaint filed on behalf of Kaneka Corporation of Osaka, Japan 
("Kaneka"). 76 Fed. Reg. 25373 (May 4, 2011). The complaint alleges violations of Section 
337 ofthe Tariff Act of 1930, as amended, 19 U.S.C. § 1337, by reason of infringement of one 
or more of claims 1-3 and 9-10 of U.S. Patent No. 6,264,866; claims 1-6 ofthe U.S. Patent No. 
6,746,639; claims 1-5 of U.S. PatentNo. 7,018,704 ("the '704 patent"); and claims 1-20 of U.S. 
PatentNo. 7,691,961 ("the '961 patent"). The Commission's notice of investigation named as 
respondents SKC Kolon PI, Inc. of Gyeonggi-do, South Korea and SKC Corporation of 
Covington, Georgia ("collectively, "SKC"). On February 27, 2012, the Commission determined 
not to review an ID (Order No. 25), terminating the investigation in part with respect to claims 4-
5 ofthe '704 patent and claims 4, 11,16,17 and 20 of the '961 patent. 



On May 10, 2012, the ALJ issued a final ID finding no violation of section 337. On June 
20, 2012, the Commission issued notice of its determination to extend the deadline for 
determining whether to review the final ID and the target date by three weeks to July 30, 2012, 
and October 3, 2012, respectively. 

The Commission has determined to extend the deadline for determining whether to 
review the ID by two days, from July 30, 2012, to August 1, 2012. The Commission has 
determined to extend the target date for completion of the investigation by two days, from 
October 3, 2012, to October 5, 2012. 

This action is taken under the authority of section 337 of the Tariff Act of 1930, as 
amended (19 U.S.C. § 1337), and Part 210 of the Commission's Rules ofPractice and Procedure 
(19 CFR Part 210).
