SUMMARY': Noticeis hereby given that the U.S. International Trade Commission has
determined not to review an initial determination (“*1D”) (Order No. 16) granting complainant’s
motion for partial termination of the above-identified investigation with respect to U.S. Patent
No. 6,458,681.

SUPPLEMENTARY INFORMATION: Thisinvestigation was instituted on January 14,
2008, based upon a complaint filed on behalf of Tessera, Inc. of San Jose, California (* Tessera’)
on December 21, 2007, and supplemented on December 28, 2007. 73 Fed. Reg. 2276 (January
14, 2008). The complaint aleged violations of subsection (a)(1)(B) of section 337 of the Tariff
Act of 1930 (19 U.S.C. § 1337) in the importation into the United States, the sale for



importation, and the sale within the United States after importation of certain semiconductor
chips with minimized chip package size or products containing same by reason of infringement
of various claims of United States Patent Nos. 5,663,106; 5,679,977; 6,133,627; and 6,458,681
(“the ‘681 patent”). The notice of investigation named eighteen firms as respondents.

On May 15, 2008, Tesserafiled amotion for partial termination of the investigation with
respect to the ‘681 patent. There were no responses to this motion.

On May 29, 2008, the presiding administrative law judge issued the subject ID, granting
the motion. No petitions for review have been filed. The Commission has determined not to
review the subject ID.

This action is taken under the authority of section 337 of the Tariff Act of 1930, as
amended (19 U.S.C. § 1337), and of section 210.42(h) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice
and Procedure (19 CFR § 210.42(h)).
