SUMMARY: Notice is hereby given that the U.S. International Trade Commission has 
determined not to review an initial deteimination ("ID") (Order No. 32) of the presiding 
administrative lawjudge ("ALJ") terminating the investigation as to respondents Samsung 
Techwin Co., Ltd. and Samsung Opto-Electronics America, Inc.

SUPPLEMENTARY INFORMATION: The Commission instituted this investigation on 
August 1, 2011, based on a complaint filed by ObjectVideo, Inc. of Reston, Virginia 
("ObjectVideo"). 76 Fed. Reg. 45859 (Aug. 1, 2011). The complaint, as amended, alleges 
violations of section 337 ofthe Tariff Act of 1930 (19 U.S.C. § 1337) in the importation into the 
United States, the sale for importation, and the sale within the United States after importation of 



certain video analytics software, systems, components thereof, and products containing same by 
reason of infringement of certain claims of U.S. Patent Nos. 6,696,945; 6,970,083; 7,613,324; 
7,424,175; 7,868,912; and 7,932,923. The complaint, as amended, names numerous parties as 
respondents. Subsequently, the investigation was tenninated as to respondents Samsung 
Techwin Co., Ltd. and Samsung Opto-Electronics America, Inc. (collectively, "Samsung") with 
respect to the asserted claims of U.S. PatentNo. 7,424,175. 

Complainant ObjectVideo moved to terminate the investigation as to respondents 
Samsung on the basis that ObjectVideo is withdrawing the allegations in the complaint against 
Samsung and has executed a Covenant Not to Sue. On July 16, 2012, the ALJ issued an ID 
(Order No. 32) granting the motion. No party petitioned for review of the ID, and the 
Commission has detei-mined not to review it. 

The authority for the Commission's determination is contained in section 337 of the 
Tariff Act of 1930, as amended, 19 U.S.C. § 1337, and in sections 210.21 and 210.42(h) ofthe 
Commission's Rules ofPractice and Procedure, 19 C.F.R. §§ 210.21, 210.42(h).
