I. Background

A. Overview .
This report is based on an audit of the Citizens Committee
for the Re-clection of John V. Yydler (“the Committee"), undertaken
by the Audit Division of the Federal [lection Commission in accor-
dance with the Commission's audit nolicy to determine whether there
has been compliance with the provisions of the Federal Clection
Campaian Act of 1971, as amended ("the Act"). The audit was
conducted pursuant to Section 438(a)(8) of Title 2 of the United
States Code which directs the Commission to make from time to
time audits and ficld investigations with respect to reports and
statements filed under the provisions of the Act.
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The Committee reqistered with the 0ffice of the Clerk
of the U.S. House of Pepresentatives on April 30, 1975 1/ in
support of John . Uvdler, a candidate for re-electinn to the
office of Representative of the Fifth Conaressional District
of New York. On April 20, 1976, the Committee was desianated
by the Candidate as his principal campaian committee for the
1976 election. The Committee maintains its headquarters in
Garden City, New York.
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The audit covered the period from January 1, 1975, the
effective date of the Act, throuah Sentember 30, 1977, the final
coverage date of the latest report filed by the Comnmittee. During
this period the Committee reported a beginnina cash balance of
$2,047.20, total reoceints of $119,116.30, total exvenditures of
$109,132.06 and a ciosing cash balance of $12,031.344 on September
30, 1977. .
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1/ This registration represented an amendment to the Committee's
original reaistration to indicate support for the Candidate in
the 1976 election.
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b _ This audit report is based on documents and working

papers which support each of the factual statements. They form
part of the record upon which the Commission based its decisions
on the matters in the report and were available to Commissioners
and appropriate staff for review.
