Antiquities Act of 1991 to preserve and encourage the sciealific and
reereational values inherent in Eubmerged archaeotogical historie
properties and paléonitolngical properties for the bonefit of afl lhe
people of the State; and

Whereas, submarged archaeclogical historic properties and
submerged paleantological properlies are o nonrenewable nnd finite
regource, &nd that the conservation and preservaiton of that resource
hage is of the highest priority; and

Whereas, it is only incidental to this purpose, and se u means of
achlaving thin pwpose, that lieenses provided for In the South
Carolina Underwater Antiquities Aet of 1831 may be granted and that
portions of the recovered ahjects may ba fransferved 1o the licenscea.
Now, therefore,

Be it enncted by the Genoral Assembly of the State of South Carolina:
