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Terminology

Marine Protected Area (MPA) — any
area of the marine environment that
has been reserved by Federal, state,
territorial, tribal or local laws or
regulations to provide lasting protection
to part or all of the natural and cultural
resources therein.

Marine Reserve — “no take” area — one
type of MPA where extractive uses are
prohibited

 Enforcement/effectiveness issues

e Global commitments on MPA networks for
2012, now aiming for 2020




Some Observations on US Context

* Federally, most new MPAs being established
through Antiquities Act, Magnuson-Stevens

e Continued interest from some states in MPAs
& networks
— Requires major investment of time & staff

* Increasing interest in ocean planning, esp for
renewable energy

e Budget constraints at federal and state levels

* Analyzes Resource Distribution

— Over varying spatial domains
— Inside/outside MPA boundaries

— Relative to each other (hot spots)

Kelp covers 124 km2 of California waters
109/213 (51%) of CA MPAs have kelp resources
Kelp covers 0.03% of total CA MPA area

66 km2 (53%) of kelp area is within MPAs

28 km2 (23%) of kelp is within no-take MPAs
