tive methodology to obtain reliable and valid 9

knowledge relevant to the subject matter in-10

volved; 11

‘‘(B) present findings and make claims 12

that are appropriate to, and supported by, the 13

methods that have been employed; and 14

‘‘(C) include, appropriate to the research 15

being conducted— 16

‘‘(i) use of systematic, empirical meth-17

ods that draw on observation or experi-18

ment; 19

‘‘(ii) use of data analyses that are 20

adequate to support the general findings; 21

‘‘(iii) reliance on measurements or ob-22

servational methods that provide reliable 23

and generalizable findings; 24
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‘‘(iv) strong claims of causal relation-1

ships, only with research designs that 2

eliminate plausible competing explanations 3

for observed results, such as, but not lim-4

ited to, random-assignment experiments; 5

‘‘(v) presentation of studies and meth-6

ods in sufficient detail and clarity to allow 7

for replication or, at a minimum, to offer 8

the opportunity to build systematically on 9

the findings of the research; 10

‘‘(vi) acceptance by a peer-reviewed 11

journal or critique by a panel of inde-12

pendent experts through a comparably rig-13

orous, objective, and scientific review; and 14

‘‘(vii) consistency of findings across 15

multiple studies or sites to support the 16

generality of results and conclusions. 17

‘‘(44) QUALIFIED ORGANIZATION.—The term 18

‘qualified organization’ means a public or private 19

nonprofit organization with experience working with 20

school-age youth that meets such criteria as the 21

Chief Executive Officer may establish. 22

‘‘(45) SCIENTIFICALLY VALID RESEARCH.—The 23

term ‘scientifically valid research’ includes applied 24

research, basic research, and field-initiated research 25
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in which the rationale, design, and interpretation are 1

soundly developed in accordance with principles of 2

scientific research. 3

‘‘(46) TERRITORY.—The term ‘territory’ means 4

the United States Virgin Islands, Guam, American 5

Samoa, and the Commonwealth of the Northern 6

ity, including the training of educators, and to 17

strengthen the service infrastructure to expand serv-18

ice opportunities. 19

‘‘SEC. 111A. DEFINITIONS. 20

‘‘In this part: 21

‘‘(1) STATE.—The term ‘State’ means each of 22

the several States, the District of Columbia, and the 23

Commonwealth of Puerto Rico. 24
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‘‘(2) STATE EDUCATIONAL AGENCY.—The term 1

‘State educational agency’ means a State edu-2

cational agency (as defined in section 101) of a 3

State. 4

‘‘SEC. 112. ASSISTANCE TO STATES, TERRITORIES, AND IN-5

DIAN TRIBES. 6

‘‘(a) ALLOTMENTS TO STATES, TERRITORIES, AND 7

INDIAN TRIBES.—The Corporation, in consultation with 8

the Secretary of Education, may make allotments to State 9

educational agencies, territories, and Indian tribes to pay 10

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‘‘(B) developing service-learning curricula, 1

consistent with State or local academic content 2

standards, to be integrated into academic pro-3

grams, including curricula for an age-appro-4

priate learning component that provides partici-5

pants an opportunity to analyze and apply their 6

service experiences; 7

‘‘(C) forming local partnerships described 8

in paragraph (2) or (4)(D) to develop school- 9

based service-learning programs in accordance 10

with this part; 11

‘‘(D) devising appropriate methods for re-12

search on and evaluation of the educational 13

value of service-learning and the effect of serv-14

ice-learning activities on communities; 15

‘‘(E) establishing effective outreach and 16

dissemination of information to ensure the 17

broadest possible involvement of community- 18

based entities with demonstrated effectiveness 19

in working with school-age youth in their com-20

munities; and 21

‘‘(F) establishing effective outreach and 22

dissemination of information to ensure the 23

broadest possible participation of schools 24

throughout the State, throughout the territory, 25
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or serving the Indian tribe involved with par-1

ticular attention to schools identified for school 2

improvement under title I of the Elementary 3

and Secondary Education Act of 1965 (20 4

U.S.C. 6301 et seq.); 5

‘‘(2) implementing, operating, or expanding 6

school-based service-learning programs, which may 7

include paying for the cost of the recruitment, train-8

ing, supervision, placement, salaries, and benefits of 9

service-learning coordinators, through distribution by 10

State educational agencies, territories, and Indian 11

tribes of Federal funds made available under this 12

part to projects operated by local partnerships 13

among— 14

‘‘(A) local educational agencies; and 15

‘‘(B) 1 or more community partners that— 16

‘‘(i) shall include a public or private 17

nonprofit organization that— 18

‘‘(I) has a demonstrated expertise 19

in the provision of services to meet 20

unmet human, education, environ-21

mental, or public safety needs; 22

‘‘(II) will make projects available 23

for participants, who shall be stu-24

dents; and 25
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‘‘(III) was in existence at least 1 1

year before the date on which the or-2

ganization submitted an application 3

under section 113; and 4

‘‘(ii) may include a private for-profit 5

business, private elementary school or sec-6

ondary school, or Indian tribe (except that 7

an Indian tribe distributing funds to a 8

project under this paragraph is not eligible 9

to be part of the partnership operating 10

that project); 11

‘‘(3) planning of school-based service-learning 12

programs, through distribution by State educational 13

agencies, territories, and Indian tribes of Federal 14

funds made available under this part to local edu-15

cational agencies and Indian tribes, which planning 16

may include paying for the cost of— 17

‘‘(4) implementing, operating, or expanding 10

school-based service-learning programs to utilize 11

adult volunteers in service-learning to improve the 12

education of students, through distribution by State 13

educational agencies, territories, and Indian tribes of 14

Federal funds made available under this part to— 15

‘‘(A) local educational agencies; 16

‘‘(B) Indian tribes (except that an Indian 17

tribe distributing funds under this paragraph is 18

5

‘‘(H) Such other national service programs 6

addressing unmet human, educational, environ-7

mental, or public safety needs as the Corpora-8

tion may designate. 9

‘‘(3) INDICATORS.—The indicators for a pro-10

gram described in this subsection are the indicators 11

described in subparagraph (C) of paragraphs (1), 12

(2), (3), (4), or (5) of subsection (a) or any addi-13

tional local indicator (applicable to a participant or 14

recipient and on which an improvement in perform-15

ance is needed) relating to meeting unmet commu-16

nity needs, that is approved by the Corporation or 17

a State Commission. 18

‘‘(c) PROGRAM MODELS FOR SERVICE CORPS.—In 19

addition to any activities described in subparagraph (B) 20

of paragraphs (1) through (5) of subsection (a), and sub-21

section (b)(2), a recipient of a grant under section 121(a) 22

and a Federal agency operating or supporting a national 23

service program under section 121(b) may directly or 24

through grants or subgrants to other entities carry out 25
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a national service corps program through the following 1

program models: 2

‘‘(1) A community corps program that meets 3

unmet heath, veteran, and other human, edu-4

cational, environmental, or public safety needs and 5

promotes greater community unity through the use 6

of organized teams of participants of varied social 7

and economic backgrounds, skill levels, physical and 8

developmental capabilities, ages, ethnic backgrounds, 9

or genders. 10

‘‘(2) A service program that— 11

‘‘(A) recruits individuals with special skills 12

or provides specialized preservice training to en-13

able participants to be placed individually or in 14

teams in positions in which the participants can 15

meet such unmet needs; and 16

‘‘(B) if consistent with the purposes of the 17

program, brings participants together for addi-18

tional training and other activities designed to 19

foster civic responsibility, increase the skills of 20

participants, and improve the quality of the 21

service provided. 22

‘‘(3) A campus-based program that is designed 23

to provide substantial service in a community during 24
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the school term and during summer or other vaca-1

tion periods through the use of— 2

‘‘(A) students who are attending an insti-3

tution of higher education, including students 4

participating in a work-study program assisted 5

under part C of title IV of the Higher Edu-6

cation Act of 1965 (42 U.S.C. 2751 et seq.); 7

‘‘(C) teams composed of a combination of 10

such students and community residents.

section (a)(2)— 14

‘‘(A) the Corporation may give priority to 15

eligible entities that propose to develop policies 16

to provide, and provide, support for participants 17

who, after completing service under this section, 18

will undertake careers to improve performance 19

‘‘(B) the Corporation shall give priority to 22

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‘‘(4) ENCOURAGEMENT OF INTERGENERA-1

TIONAL COMPONENTS OF PROGRAMS.—The Corpora-2

tion shall encourage national service programs eligi-3

ble to receive assistance or approved national service 4

positions under this subtitle to establish, if con-5

sistent with the purposes of the program, an inter-6

generational component of the program that com-7

bines students, out-of-school youths, disadvantaged 8

youth, and older adults as participants to provide 9

services to address unmet human, educational, envi-10

ronmental, or public safety needs. 11

‘‘(g) NATIONAL SERVICE PRIORITIES.— 12

‘‘(1) ESTABLISHMENT.— 13

‘‘(A) BY CORPORATION.—In order to con-14

centrate national efforts on meeting human, 15

educational, environmental, or public safety 16

needs and to achieve the other purposes of this 17

Act, the Corporation, after reviewing the stra-18

tegic plan approved under section 192A(g)(1,) 19

shall establish, and may periodically alter, pri-20

orities regarding the types of national service 21

programs and corps to be assisted under section 22

129 and the purposes for which such assistance 23

may be used. 24
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‘‘(B) BY STATES.—Consistent with para-1

graph (4), States shall establish, and through 2

the national service plan process described in 3

section 178(e)(1), periodically alter priorities as 4

appropriate regarding the national service pro-5

grams to be assisted under section 129(e). The 6

State priorities shall be subject to Corporation 7

review as part of the application process under 8

section 130. 9

‘‘(2) NOTICE TO APPLICANTS.—The Corpora-10

tion shall provide advance notice to potential appli-11

cants of any national service priorities to be in effect 12

under this subsection for a fiscal year. The notice 13

shall specifically include— 14

‘‘(A) a description of any alteration made 15

in the priorities since the previous notice; and 16

‘‘(B) a description of the national service 17

programs that are designated by the Corpora-18

tion under section 133(d)(2) as eligible for pri-19

ority consideration in the next competitive dis-20

tribution of assistance under section 121(a). 21

‘‘(3) REGULATIONS.—The Corporation shall by 22

regulation establish procedures to ensure the equi-23

table treatment of national service programs that— 24

(b) VFP PROGRAM OBJECTIVES.—The objectives of 4

the VfP Program shall be to— 5

(1) eliminate extreme poverty; 6

(2) reduce world hunger and malnutrition; 7

(3) increase access to safe potable water; 8

(4) enact universal education; 9

(5) reduce child mortality and childhood dis-10

eases; 11

(6) combat the spread of preventable diseases, 12

including HIV, malaria, and tuberculosis; 13

(7) provide educational and work skill support 14

for girls and empowering women to achieve inde-15

pendence; 16

(8) create sustainable business and entrepre-17

neurial opportunities; and 18

(9) increase access to information technology. 19

(c) VOLUNTEERS FOR PROSPERITY SERVICE INCEN-20

TIVE PROGRAM.— 21

(1) IN GENERAL.—The VfP Office may provide 22

fixed amount stipends to offset the travel and living 23

costs of volunteering abroad to any individual who— 24
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(A) has skills relevant to addressing any 1

objective described in subsection (b); and 2

(B) provides a dollar-for-dollar match for 3

such stipend— 4

(i) through the organization with 5

which the individual is serving; or 6

(ii) by raising private funds. 7

(2) NONDISCRIMINATION REQUIREMENT.—The 8

VfP Office may not provide a stipend to an indi-9

vidual under paragraph (1) unless the nonprofit or-10

ganization to which the individual is assigned has 11

certified to the VfP Office that it does not discrimi-12

nate with respect to any project or activity receiving 13

Federal financial assistance, including a stipend 14

under this title, because of race, religion, color, na-15

tional origin, sex, political affiliation, or beliefs. 16

(3) COMPLIANCE WITH INELIGIBLE SERVICE 17

CATEGORIES.—Service carried out by a volunteer re-18

ceiving funds under this section may not provide a 19

direct benefit to any— 20

(A) business organized for profit; 21

(B) labor union; 22

(C) partisan political organization; or 23
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(D) religious or faith-based organization 1

for the purpose of proselytization, worship or 2

any other explicitly religious activity. 3

(d) FUNDING.— 4

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary of State, in 5

consultation with the Administrator of the United 6

States Agency for International Development, shall 7

make available the amounts appropriated pursuant 8

to section 5104 to the VfP Office to pursue the ob-9

jectives described in subsection (b) by carrying out 10

the functions described in subsection (a). 11

(2) USE OF FUNDS.—Amounts made available 12

under paragraph (1) may be used by the VfP Office 13

to provide personnel and other resources to develop, 14

manage, and expand the VfP Program, under the 15

supervision of the United States Agency for Inter-16

national Development. 17

(e) COORDINATION.—The VfP Office shall coordinate 18

its efforts with other public and private efforts that aim 19

to send skilled professionals to serve in developing nations. 20

(f) REPORT.—The VfP Office shall submit an annual 21

report to Congress on the activities of the VfP Office. 22
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SEC. 5104. AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS. 1

(a) IN GENERAL.—There are authorized to be appro-2

priated to carry out this title $10,000,000 for each of the 3

fiscal years 2010 through 2014. 4

(b) ALLOCATION OF FUNDS.—Of the amounts appro-5

priated pursuant to subsection (a)— 6

(1) 90 percent shall be expended to expand 7

VfPServe; and 8

(2) 10 percent shall be expended to manage the 9

VfP Program. 10

TITLE VI—EFFECTIVE DATE 11

SEC. 6101. EFFECTIVE DATE. 12

Unless specifically provided otherwise, the amend-13

ments made by this Act shall take effect on the date of 14

enactment of this Act. 15

SEC. 6102. SERVICE ASSIGNMENTS AND AGREEMENTS. 16

(a) SERVICE ASSIGNMENTS.—Changes pursuant to 17

this Act in the terms and conditions of terms of service 18

and other service assignments under the national service 19

laws (including the amount of the national service edu-20

cational award) shall apply only to individuals who enroll 21

in or otherwise begin service assignments later than 90 22

days after the date of enactment of this Act, except when 23

a different date is agreed upon by all interested parties. 24

(b) AGREEMENTS.—Changes pursuant to this Act in 25

the terms and conditions of grants, contracts, or other 26
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agreements under the national service laws shall apply 1

only to such agreements entered into later than 90 days 2

after the date of enactment of this Act, except when a 3

different date is agreed upon by the parties to such agree-4

ments. 5

(c) DEFINITION.—In this section, the term ‘‘national 6

service laws’’ has the meaning given the term in section 7

101 of the National and Community Service Act of 1990 8

(42 U.S.C. 12511). 9
