State regulations, also known as administrative law or policy,

statutory requirements to agency practice.” Each department

and Regulatlon or agency within a State government typically is responsible
for formulating regulations and policy for the programs that
the agency administers. Regulations tend to be organized into
codes by agency, topic, or specific programs.

Most States now make regulations available on a State website
organizing every agency’s administrative code or on a website
of the individual department or agency. Many State agencies
have further organized their regulations into policy manuals
and other explanatory materials. These materials, as well as
