AAG Robinson to Leave OJP in February – Assistant Attorney General for the Office of Justice 
Programs (OJP), Laurie Robinson, announced Tuesday that she will leave her position at the end 
of February. AAG Robinson was confirmed by the Senate in November, 2009 and previously 
served for nearly seven years as assistant attorney general for OJP during the 1990s, making her 
the longest-serving head in the agency's 44-year history. Principal Deputy Assistant Attorney 
General Mary Lou Leary will serve as acting assistant attorney general following Robinson's 
departure.  
 
"Laurie Robinson has helped transform OJP's role in the criminal and juvenile justice field, 
bringing scientific rigor, a true sense of partnership, transparency and accountability to the 
agency," said Attorney General Eric Holder. "I am proud of her service to OJP's constituents, the 
Department of Justice and the Obama Administration and personally grateful for her friendship 
and her many contributions to ensuring true justice for all Americans. The United States is a 
safer and fairer nation due to her efforts."
