ABBOTT is wanted by the District of Puerto Rico for Escape from a Maximum Security detention facility 

while awaiting sentencing on Federal Firearms Violations (smuggling).  ABBOTT is also being sought for 

felonious threats against a Federal Officer (BATF Agent).  ABBOTT is known to exhibit extremely violent 

behavior and has assaulted Law Enforcement Officers in the past.  He is the leader of a major criminal 

organization that is actively smuggling weapons.  In 1992, ABBOTT claimed to have smuggled over 400 

assault weapons.  He also served in the U.S. Army as an infantry soldier. 

 

REWARD:  A reward of up to $25,000 is offered for information leading directly to ABBOTT’s arrest.
