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The Independent Foreclosure Revie\
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In April 2011, the Federal Reserve Board, the OCC and the OTS issued enforcement
actions against 14 large mortgage servicers for deficient servicing and foreclosure
practices.
A foreclosure review, conducted by an independent consultant, is required as a result of
the enforcement actions.
The Independent Foreclosure Review process is designed to identify borrowers who
were financially harmed as a result of servicer errors, misrepresentations, or other
deficiencies.
The Independent Foreclosure Review is for eligible borrowers in active, pending or
completed foreclosures in 2009 and 2010.
Eligibility Criteria (all must be met to be eligible)

1. Primary Residence (Where borrower lived most of the year)

2. Active in the foreclosure process during Jan. 1, 2009 — Dec. 31, 2010

3. Mortgage serviced by one of 14 servicers or dffiliates (see slide #8)

If direct financial harm is found, then there will be a determination on the appropriate

, remedy.
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Requests must be postmarked no later
than December 31, 2012.

NEW, EXTENDED DEADLINE
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Role of the Independent Consultan

" The role of the independent consultant is to review
the file and determine whether the borrower
suffered any direct financial harm.

" The independent consultants played no role in

servicing the mortgage loans or in the foreclosure
process.

What Happens After Submitting Wil

the Request for Review Form?

The borrower receives an acknowledgement letter from Rust Consulting
(the return address will be “Independent Review Administrator”) within 1
week after the form is received. The borrower does not need to take any
additional action for this process. If they move, they should update their
servicer and Rust Consulting by calling the hotline: 1-888-952-9105.

Borrowers who submitted a Request for Review Form will receive a letter
informing them whether or not they suffered financial injury due to
servicer error, omission, or other deficiency that caused financial harm.

Not every finding will result in remediation and the review could take
several months.

Please note: the borrower’s information will not be shared outside the

Independent Foreclosure Review process, sold, or used to collect debts
from the borrower.
