Mark Levine (Managing Director, Core Capital) Mr. Levine will discuss Core Capital’s primary focus in lending is core technologies.  He will also discuss the parameters and qualifications necessary to establish an agreement between Core Capital and potential clients.

Dwight Bush (Managing Partner, D.L. Bush & Associates) Mr. Bush will discuss the lending parameters for D.L. Bush & Associates as well as some of the pitfalls that entrepreneurs and small businesses encounter as they attempt to capitalize their plans.

GARY BOJES

Gary A Bojes, Ph.D. - Dr Bojes is the Senior Level Program and Policy Advisor in the United States Department of Agriculture and supports the Rural Utilities Service Administrator.  The Rural Utilities Service (RUS) provides federal funding programs for the Electric, Telecommunications, and Water & Environmental Programs in Rural America with a large portfolio of infrastructure investments.  Dr. Bojes brings over 25 years of experience in finance, accounting, investment banking, and management consulting with previous regulation and public service for the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation. (FDIC).  
DWIGHT BUSH
D.L. Bush & Associates

Mr. Bush serves as Managing Partner of D. L. Bush & Associates, a private equity and business advisory firm. Mr. Bush has served as an advisor to investors seeking to raise funding for a range of entrepreneurial ventures, principally in the communications, finance and banking sectors.

Mr. Bush also served as an advisor to Inner City Broadcasting Corporation, the nation's second largest African American controlled radio group, in its corporate reorganization and acquisition of nine radio stations from Clear Channel Communications, Inc. in 2000. Mr. Bush advised the company and assisted in negotiating terms of approximately $180 million of bridge financing. Mr. Bush assisted the company in raising subsequent permanent financing from $59 million of private equity and $150 million of senior bank debt. The private equity investor exited in 2004 with an IRR in excess of 38%.

From 2004 through 2007, Mr. Bush successfully established Urban Trust Bank, a banking institution founded in partnership with Robert 1. Johnson (founder of Black Entertainment Television) to create a nationwide bank focused on urban-based consumers. As Chairman, CEO and President, Mr. Bush acquired, recapitalized and ran the day-to-day operations of the bank. Among other things, Mr. Bush developed the business plan, received regulatory approval from the Office of Thrift Supervision for the acquisition of an existing federally chartered bank, hired all key personnel and commenced the build out of the bank. Significantly, Mr. Bush negotiated a deal to put branches in 50 Wal-Mart Stores. Mr. Bush also successfully negotiated a deal with CompuCredit, Inc., to issue credit cards nationwide. Mr. Bush also established and served as President and CEO of UTB Education finance, LLC, an education finance company created in partnership with Goldman Sachs.

MAUREEN A. LEWIS

Ms. Lewis joined the National Telecommunications and Information Administration (NTIA) as the Director of the Minority Telecommunications Development Program in January 2000.  In that role, she is responsible for developing policy and analyzing proposed legislation and regulations to increase minority ownership of broadcast and telecommunications enterprises. Prior to K&L, Thomas worked for several years as a Senior Trial Attorney in the Civil Rights Division of the U.S. Department of Justice where he prosecuted state and local jurisdictions whose voting practices weakened the voting strength of minority voters in violation of the Voting Rights Act of 1964 or failed to provide disabled citizens an equal opportunity to register to vote in violation of the National Voter Registration Act of 1993.  While in private practice, Thomas was a regular commentator on disadvantaged business enterprise certification procedures for companies pursuing federal transportation contracts and strategies for companies contesting decertification actions.  Thomas received his bachelor’s degree from Princeton University and his law degree from the University of Chicago Law School.
