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Nominal vs Effective Bandwidth
• When discussing availability of bandwidth it’s easy to confuse nominal (ie. 

advertised) with effective bandwidth.  
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• In the access part of the network, the least constrained technology is Fiber EP2P 
followed by Fiber xPON, and XDSL/Cable roughly equal.
