IT’S EASY
One of the shortest census forms in history, the 
2010 Census form asks 10 questions and takes 
about 10 minutes to complete.

IT’S IMPORTANT
It’s 10 easy questions that will help determine the 
need for schools, housing, roads and hospitals. 

IT’S SAFE
By law, the Census Bureau cannot share your personal 
information with anyone, including other federal
agencies and law enforcement entities.

This also includes:

 Tribal Government Offi cials 
 Tribal Housing Authorities 
 General Tribal Assistance
 TANF (Temporary Assistance for Needy Families)
 WIC (Women, Infants and Children)
 Tribal Police

All Census Bureau employees take an oath of 
nondisclosure and are sworn for life to protect the 
confi dentiality of the data.

By participating we speak for our generation 
and our voice will be heard.
