| . Background

The HOVE Programis authorized by the HOMVE | nvest nent
Part nerships Act which is Title Il of the Cranston-CGonzal ez
Nat i onal Affordabl e Housing Act, as anended (42 U S.C. 12701 et
seqg.) (Act). Section 216(2) of the Act provides that a
consortium of geographically contiguous units of general |oca
government is considered a unit of general |ocal governnent for
pur poses of the HOVE Programif the Secretary determnes that the
consortium (a) has sufficient authority and adm nistrative
capability to carry out the purposes of the Act on behalf of its
menber jurisdictions and (b) will, according to a witten
certification by the State, direct its activities to the
al l eviati on of housing problens within the State.

In accordance with section 217(b)(3) of the Act, HUD will
include, as jurisdictions eligible to receive allocations of HOVE
funds by formula, units of general |ocal government that, as of
the end of the previous fiscal year, qualified as netropolitan
cities (as defined at section 102(a)(4) of the Housing and
Communi ty Devel opnent Act of 1974 (42 U.S.C. 5302 (a)(4)); urban
counties (as defined at section 102(a)(6) of the Housing and
Conmmuni ty Devel opnent Act of 1974 (42 U.S.C. 5302(a)(6)) and
t hroughout this notice "urban county" has this meaning); and
approved consortia of units of general |ocal governnent.

The Departnent plans to conplete the designation of new
urban counties and nmetropolitan cities before Septenber 30, 1998
(the end of FY 1998), so that they will be designated and
eligible to receive a HOVE allocation as well as an allocation of
Conmuni ty Devel oprdent Bl ock Grant (CDBG funds for FY 1999.

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Il. Purpose

This Notice updates the procedures in CPD Notice 97-05. The
noti ce provi des guidance to HUD Field Ofices and | oca
governments on the procedures for designation of |oca
governments to participate as consortia in the HOVE | nvest ment
Part nershi ps Program for FY 1999. Special attention should be
directed to the deadlines. Delays in designating consortia may
result in delays in determining the final allocations of HOVE
Program funds for all HOVE Program Participating Jurisdictions
(PJs) and/or loss of eligibility to receive an allocation if FY
1999.

[11. Applicability

This notice is applicable to (a) | ocal governnents that w sh
to forma consortiumfor the first time to participate in the
HOVE Program for FY 1999, (b) existing consortia already
qualified to participate for FY 1999, but which wish to add one
or nore |ocal governnents, and (c) existing consortia which mnust
execute a new consortium agreenent because their consortium
qgqualification period ends Septenber 30, 1998.

A list of consortia that are participating in the HOVE
Program for FY 1998 is included as Attachment A to this notice
and a list of consortia which nust renew their HOVE consortium
agreenments to participate as a consortiumin the HOVE Program for
FY 1999 through FY 2001 is included as Attachment B

IV. Effect of Consortia Formati on on State Funding

Consortia are contiguous units of |ocal governnent which
join together for purposes of receiving a HOVE al |l ocati on and
admi ni stering the HOVE program as a single grantee. Each
consortium rmust designate a | ead nenber, and nmust receive a
certification fromthe State that it will direct its activities
to alleviation of housing problens within the State.

In nost cases, the formation of consortia causes a reduction
in the ampbunt available to the State for its program and may
also result in a reduction in the anpunt of funds available for
the State as a whole. HOME funds are distributed (after set-asides)
by formula with 40% of the funds going to States and 60%
of funds going to units of |ocal government. The anobunt each
State receives is based on two cal cul ations: 80% of their funds
i s based on the denography of the nonentitled areas of the State,
while 20% of their funds is based on the denography of the whole
State. Except for States which receive the m nimum all ocation of
$3, 000, 000, the anmpunt available to the state is reduced when a
consortiumis forned because the denography of the consortiumis
i ncluded only in the calculation for 20% of the funds, and not in
the cal culation for 80% of the funds, where sonme or all of the
denogr aphy of the consortium had been previously included.

Whet her the formation of a consortiumalso results in a
reduction in funds available for the state as a whol e depends on
whet her the allocation to the consortiumfromthe |oca
governnent pot of funds equals or exceeds the anpbunt of the
reduction in the funds going to the State. Since the anpunt
avai l able in the pot of funds available for |ocal governnents is
di vi ded anong nore jurisdictions each year due to new netro cities,
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new urban counties, and new consortia, the anobunt going to the new
consortium depends on its relative share conpared to ot her
jurisdictions. Field offices should take care in explaining the
possi ble loss of funding to the State as a whole in discussing the
merits of consortia formation with prospective consorti a.

Irrespective of the funding |levels, the formation of
consortia can be a positive force for affordabl e housing
production, in that it pernits an area that otherw se may not be
assured of funding to plan and carry out an affordabl e housing
programwi th continuity.

V. Timng of Subm ssions

The HOVE Programregul ations at 24 CFR 92.101 (a)(1) require
that to be considered as a consortium the proposed consortium
or a menber jurisdiction in a potential consortium is to provide
witten notification by March 1 to the appropriate HUD Field
Ofice of its intent to participate as a consortiumin the HOVE
Program for the following fiscal year. (Provided that subsequent
deadl i nes could be nmet, the Field Ofice nay accept notification
at a later date.)

By March 1, 1998, (or such later date as agreed to by the
applicable HUD Field Ofice) to be considered for an allocation
of HOME funds in FY 1999, a proposed consortium or a nenber
jurisdiction in a potential consortium(i.e., a local governnent
interested in formng a consortiumw th other |ocal governnents),
or a consortium which nust sign a new HOVE consorti um agreenent
is to provide to the appropriate HUD Field Office witten
notification of its intent to participate as a consortiumin the
HOVE Program for FY 1999. NOTE: An existing consortium which
nmust anmend its HOVE consortium agreenent to add new nenbers
shoul d follow the procedures in Paragraph Xl bel ow

By June 30, 1998, (or a later date if agreed to by the
applicable HUD Field Ofice) a proposed consortiumor a
consortiumwhi ch nust sign a new agreenent or which wi shes to
anend its current agreenent nust subnmit to the appropriate HUD
Field Ofice the docunents as required below in section VII,
entitled "Procedures Localities Must Follow for Designation as a
Consortium" NOTE: Any delay in receipt of the consortium
agreenment nust not interfere with the Field Ofice's ability to
nmeet the August 1 deadline bel ow

By August 1, 1998, Field Ofices nust approve all consortia
agreenments and provi de Headquarters CPD, O fice of Affordable
Housi ng Prograns, with evidence fromthe consortium agreenent for
each consortia which nust sign a new or amended agreenent which
(1) lists the consortium nmenbers and (2) documents the consortium
qgualification period. The appropriate pages fromthe consortium
agreenment shoul d be forwarded to Frances Bush, Ofice of
Af f ordabl e Housi ng Prograns, Room 7168 or taxed to (202) 708-1744,
ATTN.

During | ate August or early Septenber, the CPD Systens

Devel opnent and Eval uation Division in Headquarters will send
wor ksheets via cc:mail to Field Ofice CPD Directors to verify
data for each consortiumthat will be included in the formula
allocation for Fiscal Year 1999. CPD Directors should verify the
wor ksheets with the consortium|ead agency to assure the accuracy
of the information.
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By Septenber 20, 1998, CPD Directors shall update and
conpl ete the worksheet for each consortiumin the Field Ofice
jurisdiction, sign the worksheet and send a copy of the worksheet
to the CPD Systens Devel opment and Eval uation Division in
Headquarters to allow sufficient tinme for data to be assenbled so
t hat changes can be reflected in the FY 1999 allocation of HOVE
funds. NOTE:
THI'S DATE MAY NOT BE EXTENDED W THOUT PRI OR WRI TTEN AUTHORI ZATI ON
FROM HEADQUARTERS

VI. Eigibility for Form ng a Consortium

Local governnments that are geographically contiguous may
forma consortiumfor purposes of receiving an allocation and
participating in the HOVE Program A river or other body of
water may separate them but if there is transportation access
(e.g., bridges), they may be considered contiguous. The |oca
governnents formng a consortiummay be cities or urban counties
that would be eligible, individually, to becone participating
jurisdictions in the HOVE Program or other |ocal governments. A
unit of local governnent that is included in an urban county may
be part of a consortium only if the urban county joins the
consortium The included | ocal governnent cannot join the
consortium except through participation in the urban county.
(Thus, when | ocal governments becone part of an urban county for
the CDBG Program they are part of the urban county for the HOMVE
Program except for netropolitan cities under joint grant
agreenments with urban counties as described in section VIII
third paragraph of this notice.)

Further, as indicated in section 91.402 of the Consolidated
Plan final rule and in section I X of this notice, all units of
general |ocal government that are nenbers of the consortium nust
be on the sane program year for CDBG HOVE, Energency Shelter
Grants (ESG and Housing Opportunities for Persons Wth AlDS
(HOPWA) .

VI, Procedures Localities Miust Follow for Designation as a
Consortium

To be considered as a HOVE consortium for FY 1999, a
proposed consortium or a consortium which nust execute a new
HOVE consortium agreenent, nust provide, by June 30, 1998 (or
such later date as agreed to by the applicable HUD Field O fice),
the required qualification docunents to the appropriate HUD Field
O fice, which include:

1. Awitten certification by the State that the consortiumw ||
direct its activities to the alleviation of housing probl enms
within the State. The State certification may be signed by
whoever has the authority to nake the certification; it may be
the Governor or his/her designee. |If a designee signs, the
signature line nust indicate it is an "Authorized Oficial."

2. One legally binding consortium cooperation agreenent that has
been executed by all consortium
nmenbers:

(a) Agreeing to cooperate to undertake or to assist in
undert aki ng housi ng assi stance activities for the HOVE
Pr ogr am

Aut hori zi ng one nenber unit of general |ocal government
to act in a representative capacity for all menber units of

Providing that the representative nenber (also referred
to as the lead entity) assunes overall responsibility
for ensuring that the consortiums HOVE Programis
carried out in conpliance with the requirements of the
HOVE Program including requirenents concerning a
Consol idated Plan in accordance with HUD regul ations in
24 CFR Parts 92 and 91, respectively, and the

requi renents of 24 CFR 92. 350;

Not e: The agreenent nust not contain a provision for veto or
other restriction that would all ow any nenber unit of | ocal
governnent to obstruct the inplenmentation of the consortiunms
approved Consol i dated Pl an.

Acconpani ed by authorizing resolutions fromthe
governi ng body of each nmenber unit of |ocal government,
or other acceptabl e evidence that the chief executive
officer is authorized to sign the agreenent;

Signed by the chief executive officer of each nenber
unit of | ocal governnent;

Not e: If an urban county is part of the consortium
only the county (not all the nmenbers of the urban
county) signs the consortium agreenment. However, any
unit of local governnent that is located in but is not
participating as part of the urban county, and that

wi shes to be included in the HOVE consortium rmust sign
t he cooperation agreenment. Also, for new consortia and
renewal of existing consortia which include a non-urban
county, the county cannot on its own include the whole
county in the consortium any unit of |ocal government
in the non-urban county that w shes to participate as a
menber of the consortium must sign the HOVE consortium
agreenent .

Cont ai ni ng, or acconpani ed by, a |egal opinion fromthe

Speci fying the qualification period, the tine for which
the agreenent remains in effect, and the prohibition on
wi t hdrawal fromthe agreenment during such tine, as
described in section Xl.

Stating the programyear start date for the consortium
and that all units of general |ocal government that are
nmenbers of the consortiumare on the sane program year

for CDBG HOWE, ESG and HOPWA; and
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(j) Authorizing the lead entity to amend the consortium
agreenment on behalf of the entire consortiumto add new
nmenbers to the consortium

Not e: This provision need not be in the agreenent
if the consortium nenbers prefer to have all the
nmenbers sign and approve additions.

VI, Joint Grant Agreenents

The CDBG Programregul ations at 24 CFR 570.308 all ow for any
urban county, and any nmetropolitan city located in whole or in
part within that county, to subnit a joint request to HUD to
approve the inclusion of the metropolitan city as part of the
urban county for purposes of planning and inplenenting a joint
conmuni ty devel opnent and housing program Each netropolitan
city and urban county subnmitting a joint request must al so have
executed a cooperation agreenent to undertake or to assist in the
undert aki ng of essential conmmunity devel opment and housi ng
activities. Such agreement is here after referred to as a "joint
grant agreenent." Upon HUD s approval of the joint request and
joint grant agreenment, the nmetropolitan city is considered a part
of the urban county for purposes of program planni ng and
i mpl enentati on under the CDBG Program and is treated the sane as
any other unit of general |ocal governnent which is part of the
urban county.

However, for the HOVE Program if a netropolitan city that
has a joint grant agreenent with an urban county for the CDBG
Program wi shes to be considered for funding as part of the urban
county for the HOVE Program it must forma HOVE consortiumwth
the urban county. |If such a city and urban county wish to forma
new HOVE consortium the urban county and/or the netropolitan
city nust follow the procedures outlined above and subnmit a
notice of intent by March 1, 1998, and by June 30, 1998 (or such
| ater dates as agreed to by the applicable HUD Field Ofice),
nmust submit the required docunmentation for designation as a
"consortium"”

| X. Consolidated Program Year

As required by section 91.402 of the Consolidated Plan fina
rule, all units of general |ocal governnent that are nmenbers of a
new HOVE consortium approved after February 6, 1995, mnust be on
t he sane program year for CDBG HOVE, ESG and HOPWA

X. Consolidated Pl an

To receive FY 1999 HOME funds, a unit of general |oca

gover nment must submit a
Consolidated Plan. A -consortiumis considered a unit of |oca
governnent for purposes of receiving an allocation and
participating in the HOVE Program Therefore, when two or nore
units of local governnent forma consortiumfor the purpose of
receiving a fornula allocation under the HOVE Program the
consortiummust, as a condition of funding, submt a single
Consol i dated Plan that covers the entire geographic area
enconpassed by that consortium \Were a consortiumincludes one
or nore CDBG entitlenent grantees, any such grantee does not
submit an individual Consolidated Plan (for the CDBG Program) in
addition to the consortium s Consolidated Pl an
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Note: A new consortium nust subnit the conplete strategic
pl an required by sections 91.215, 91.220 and 91.225. A
consortiumthat has previously participated in the HOVE Program
and previously submitted a conplete strategy may subnmit only the
Action Plan and certifications unless it is required to subnmit a
new five-year conplete strategic plan (See 91.15(b)).

If joint grant agreenment participants forma consortium for
t he HOVE Program (see section |X), the Consolidated Plan submitted by the
urban county will also serve as the Consolidated Plan for the HOVE consortium
because the | ocal governments in the consortiumare the same as the | oca
governnments in the urban county joint grant agreenent.

Xl . Consortium Agreenent:
Qualification Period and Duration of Agreemnent

The consortium agreenment must specify the fiscal years for
which the consortiumis to qualify to receive allocations as a
participating jurisdiction in the HOVE Program The qualification
period is the three Federal fiscal years followi ng the fisca
year in which the agreenment is executed (i.e., FY 1999-2001),
except that if one or nore urban counties are nenbers of the
consortium the agreement may specify a | esser nunber of Federa
fiscal years coinciding with the fiscal years remaining in an
urban county's qualification period. Notw thstanding the Federa
fiscal years specified, if an urban county consortium nmenber
fails to requalify as an urban county for a fiscal year included
in the consortium agreenent, the consortium s qualification
period term nates with the last fiscal year for which the urban
county qualified. A new consortium agreenent nust be executed
for the succeeding qualification period.

The consortium agreenent nmust, at a mininum remain in effect
until the HOVE funds from each of the Federal fiscal years of the
qualification period are expended for eligible activities. No
consortium menber may withdraw fromthe agreenment while the
agreenment renmains in effect. The new agreenent is governed by
the requirenents of the then current Consortium Qualification
noti ce.

NOTE: A consortium may be disbanded if the consortiumfails to
receive a HOVE allocation for the first Federal fiscal year of the
consortium s qualification period and does not request to be considered
to receive a HOVE all ocation in each of the subsequent two years.

A consortium agreenent can be anended to add new nenber units

of general |ocal governnent for the remaining fiscal years of the
qualification period. The agreenment nmust be anended in the fiscal year
before the fiscal -year(s) for which the new nmenbers are added, in accordance
with the timng requirenments of the then current Consortium Qualification
notice. The consortiumnust notify the appropriate HUD Field Ofice by March 1
1998 (or such later date as agreed to by the applicable HUD Field Ofice), of
its interest in adding new nmenbers for FY 1999, and by June 30, 1998 (or such
|ater date as agreed to by the applicable HUD Field Ofice), nmust provide the
HUD Field Ofice a copy of the authorizing resolution fromthe new nenber's
governi ng body and an anendment to the consortium agreenment signed by the chief
executive officer of the lead entity (if the consortium agreenent authorizes
the lead entity to sign on behalf of all menbers) and the chief executive
of ficer of the new unit of |ocal government, adding the new unit of |ocal
governnment as a nmenber of the consortium Any change in the nake-up of the
consortium rmust be comuni cated to Headquarters in accordance with the
requi renents of Section V above.
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X, HUD Action

For any consortium request whose notification was received
by March 1, 1998, or such later date as agreed to by the HUD
Field Ofice, and whose consortium agreenment and ot her required
docunent ati on were received by June 30, 1998, or such later date
as agreed to by the UD Field Ofice, the HUD Field O fice wll
revi ew the docunentation to determ ne whether the consortiumis
made up of geographically contiguous units of general |oca
government, whet her the consortiumhas sufficient legal authority
and admi ni strative capability to carry out the purposes of the
HOVE Program on behal f of its menber jurisdictions, and that
there is a witten certification fromthe State as provided in
Paragraph VII. Also, the Field Ofice will assure that all units
of general |ocal governnment which are to be nenbers of the
consortiumare on the same programyear for CDBG HOVE, ESG and
HOPWA

X, Legal Authority

Field Ofice Counsel should review each consortiunis request to determ ne
if the consortiumhas sufficient |legal authority to carry out the HOVE Program

XI V. Admi ni strative Capacity

If the consortiumincludes a netropolitan city or an urban
county as the lead entity, the consortiumwould be considered to
have sufficient adnministrative capability to carry out the purposes of
the HOVE Program |If the consortium does not include a netropolitan city
or an urban county, but the | ead nenber or an existing public agency has
rel evant experience (e.g., successful experience in adm nistering a CDBG or
Rental Rehabilitation Program or has been adm nistering a successful HOVE
Programas a State recipient), the consortiumcould also be considered to
Have sufficient administrative capability to carry out the HOVE Program
On the other hand, a newy created public agency established to adm nister
the HOVE Program for a consortiumwould not be viewed as having sufficient
admini strative capability unless it includes as its adm nistrator(s) a
person or persons with rel evant experience in successfully adm nistering
prograns sinmlar to the HOVE Program such as the CDBG or Rental
Rehabi litati on Prograns.

If the HUD Field Ofice is satisfied that the consortiumneets the
requi renents for the HOVE Program and has the necessary legal authority and
adm ni strative capability to carry out the HOVE Program it wll approve the
consortiumrequest no later than August 1, 1998 and notify Headquarters as
provided in Section V.
