What I was trying to say was that we have learned from the aviris 

spectra that a lot of the red/orange/brown water we see is 

due to dispersed oil. The higher amounts (e.g. oil:water 1:99) 

we do pick up with aviris. So the modis scenes will show 

response to that very low level of oil which will not be much 

volume. It seems to me that adds a complication in scaling the 

oil volume from aviris to the full spill.
