Concern was raised that the Coordination Group didn’t have a chance to review the report
prior to printing, although contributors were given the opportunity to review their edited
submissions.
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e Standards update: The FGDC Steering Committee Endorsed 64 non-Federally authored
standards. Rick Pearsall, NGA to present at the next meeting on the process for
coordinating Standards. The standard not adopted pertained to Emergency Response map
symbology — How do we handle this now that the subcommittee no longer exists? Randy
Fusaro will follow-up with Jeff Booth following on this.
