
Executive Order 12196 
Paragraph 1- 5 

 
1-5. The Federal Advisory Council on Occupational Safety and Health. 

1-501. The Federal Advisory Council on Occupational Safety and Health, 
established pursuant to Executive Order No. 11612, is continued. It shall advise 
the Secretary in carrying out responsibilities under this order. The Council shall 
consist of sixteen members appointed by the Secretary, of whom eight shall be 
representatives of Federal agencies and eight shall be representatives of labor 
organizations representing Federal employees. The members shall serve three-
year terms with the terms of five or six members expiring each year, provided this 
Council is renewed every two years in accordance with the Federal Advisory 
Committee Act. The members currently serving on the Council shall be deemed 
to be its initial members under this order and their terms shall expire in 
accordance with the terms of their appointment. 

1-502. The Secretary, or a designee, shall serve as the Chairman of the Council, 
and shall prescribe rules for the conduct of its business. 

1-503. The Secretary shall make available necessary office space and furnish 
the Council necessary equipment, supplies, and staff services, and shall perform 
such functions with respect to the Council as may be required by the Federal 
Advisory Committee Act, as amended (5 U.S.C. App. I).
