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STATEMENT OF EFFECT OF APOSTILLE

Apostilles certify only the authenticity of the signature of the official who signed the
document, the capacity in which that official acted, and where appropriate, the identify
of the seal or stamp which the document bears. An apostille does not imply that the

contents of the document are correct, nor that they have the approval of the United

States Courts.
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
