Background:  Contractor performed the WBS scope under the original Request for Proposal 
(RFP) using the assumptions regarding soil conditions for the subject Operable Unit based on 
available documentation of field conditions.  After all preliminary testing and analysis were 
complete and during testing, differing soil conditions became apparent which are due to past 
waste disposal operations that were not documented in government-provided information.  The 
differing conditions require a different testing approach including redeploying to another 
location, additional analysis and remediation approach focusing on deployment of phosphate 
sequestration on the deeper portion of the vadose zone which is periodically rewetted by the 
aquifer instead of from the ground surface. 
 
The contractor shall: 
Redesign and deploy modified testing approaches in a new location(s) which provides proper 
soil conditions for successful testing.  Use the objectives of the modified testing approach(es) to 
determine the efficacy of sequestering uranium in the vadose zone, periodically rewetted zone 
and aquifer to meet tri-party agreement milestones and remediation goals established in 
CERCLA decision documents.  The testing shall accommodate new information gained from 
past tests and characterization efforts regarding differing soil and vadose zone conditions.  
Contractor shall perform this work on a schedule supporting the 300 Area Feasibility Study and 
Record of Decision (ROD).   
 
Report/Propose Plan and subsequent RD/RA Work Plan, compliant with the Hanford Facility 
Agreement and Consent Order and with applicable target dates and milestones. 
 
The contractor shall document the testing information, data and results such that additional 
testing, if required, can be redeployed at a later date after a ROD is issued with minimal cost 
impact /work duplication.   
 
Complete all work under this change order prior to September 30, 2011. 
 
Limitations:  This change order is for re-testing approaches due to the change in site condition 
and does not address any of the remediation activities already priced in the original contract 
award.  Any required post-ROD testing that materially exceeds activities already priced in the 
contract, will be considered under a separate change order.  
 
CHPRC shall proceed with work not to exceed $1,750,000.00 in accordance with Clause B.3, 
“Obligation and Availability of Funds,” prior to the definitization of this change in accordance with 
the referenced clause.  The definitization schedule is provided as Attachment 2 to this Contract 
Modification.
