Excuse ne. In ny past life |l was a Teanster nenber
wi th Local 690 here in Spokane, and | know a | ot of truck
drivers still. 1t's been over 15 years since | have been
a menber of the Local.

But | want you to know that the easiest route to
Hanford is the 1-90 corridor, and for rail transport, the
easi est route, also, is through Spokane, and to ignore
that fact is ridiculous, to say the |east.

And to say that the drivers won't have sonme say in
the route that they choose, | know is also ridiculous.
They wi Il choose the route.

And the inportant part here that | want you to know
Is that truck drivers, history is if they were to be in an
accident, it's due to stress, so a lot of latitude is
given to themto howto drive, where to drive, and get to
where they need to go at their choice and discretion.

And when you're dealing with hazardous waste, that
probably is nore inportant for themto be able to decide
that. Unfortunately, giving themthat option here where
we |ive in Spokane and where this area is, it is very
difficult. 1In fact, very dangerous.

From Coeur d' Alene to the West Plains, which
I ncl udes Spokane, the Gty of Spokane Valley, A rway
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Hei ghts, Medical Lake, is a very netropolitan area. W
have the freeway corridor of 1-90. W also have the rai
line, and it is through the City of Spokane and nost of
the Valley in the |owest area of a |arger area, the | owest
el evati on.

And the difficulty we have is that we're on top of
an aquifer, a sole source aquifer that flows through this
region, and through the Spokane area in particular we have
a raised freeway. 1-90 is raised. It is not ground
| evel .

So if an accident were to occur, maybe stress froma
driver, whatever, and say we had an acci dent here, the
difficulty I have is that where would this waste, if it
were to break | oose fromits confinenment, go?

If for any reason or in anyway it were to escape the
tanks and/or sonmehow with the rain or in its own form get
into our wastewater system we have one sewage treatnment
plant, and the water that runs off of our highway, our
rai sed freeway, goes directly into that system

There is no way to restrict it. And if that were to
happen, | don't think it would take nore than a half hour
for that waste to reach our sewage treatnent plant and
make it totally inoperable, depending upon the anmount of
radi ati on that woul d be there.

| don't know how we woul d recover fromthat and, for

/
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your information, we have just put in roughly a half a
billion dollars into inprovenents there to fit the needs
of this region and our city.

So that becones a real major problem | can top
that off with the fact that | know very well as a Spokane
Cty Councilman our police, our fire, our public works,
|'ve tal ked with them about our energency preparedness.

And our County runs an emnergency preparedness operation,

of which they have said "W are not capable of dealing
wi th radi oactive waste in a spill or in any other
fashion. ™"

So we are not capable of dealing wth it. And if
the federal governnent wants to make us capabl e of dealing
withit, that would be fine; | just don't think that's
going to happen. It would be extrenmely costly, and | just
don't see it. M people are telling ne that all the tine.

Right now | think our fire departnent woul d be able
to determne if there were radioactive waste in a spill
and the only thing we could really do is try to restrict
the area, but of course if it happens in the central area,
dependi ng upon what the material is, it's just a matter of
evacuating people in our major transport areas.

So I want to point out how hazardous this is and
what a real devastating effect you could have on this

entire nmetropolitan area because this is not very well
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t hought out.

And secondly and lastly, | want to nake sure you
understand that |'ve grown up in Spokane. |[|'ve testified
at these hearings since the '70s. 1've listened to

| egislators talk to ny famly nenbers since the '60s.

Quite frankly, they're gone. The probl em has never
been resolved, and it doesn't look Iike it will be. Even
t hese nost recent solutions of the glassification plant --
and it's not the first tine we've had the talk of a
glassification plant. It just sinply hasn't occurred.
It's now been put off to 2024, and who knows how many nore
del ays wi Il occur.

| don't want any nore waste at Hanford than is there
now. | want all waste stopped. And I think the citizens
of the State of Washington voted in a toxic waste
initiative just a few years ago to say the sane thing.

So | want you to understand we need to stop waste
dunpi ng at Hanford, nuclear waste dunping, and we need to
stop it cold until the problemis corrected.

Presently, it is the nost toxic waste site in the
Nort hern Hem sphere. The radioactive waste has | eached in
the air, it has |eached into the aquifer and the water and
into the Colunbia River. It is not being contained. Al
the talk, they say it is. The evidence proves otherw se.

That doesn't seemlike an alternative that you have
t hought about.

The nunber one thing you want to do is to not truck
ot her nucl ear waste into Hanford. This has been sonething
that was tal ked about and voted upon by the people of the
State of Washington. They all agreed we don't want any
nore waste here. So | just wish that you would listen to
t he peopl e of Washi ngton.

We are supposed to first clean up the waste, and the
way we do that is with a clean closure nodel instead of
the landfill closure of the nodel, and | nean
99.9 percent, rather than 99 percent. | saw on the chart
there that showed 99 percent |ooked pretty good. But

99.9 percent | ooks a |lot better as far as cl eaning up.
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And the noratoriumhere we're tal king about, well,
maybe they' Il continue the noratorium after that
vitrification plant is all started up, but that doesn't
sound quite right because we still have to have at | east
hal f of that.

The waste at Hanford is not going to be cleaned up
with the vitrification plant that's currently there, so we
need to build another vitrification plant. That needs to
be done before any noratoriumis stopped.

So | would say we should have a noratoriumforever

citizen here of Spokane, and | would like to anplify al
of the comments that have been nmade so far, particularly
G eenw ch, Connecticut.

To ne one of the only really practical alternatives
to this insanity of continuing to produce nucl ear
fission -- nuclear fission materials is to get it buried
on site no matter how many thousand feet you have to go
down.

Your consideration of transportation, what we're
concerned about here is Spokane, but you magnify that by

all the other transportation corridors that you showed on
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1 panel nunber 9, it's a huge risk, not only here in

2 Spokane, but all over the United States.

3 My feeling is that if they produce this kind of

4 things at QOakridge and the other DOCE sites, you darn well
5 better figure out sonme way of putting -- or keeping it on
6 site, however deep you have to go.

7 You' re not just thinking about 100 years. The way

8 the Hanford -- or, rather, the Heart of America people are
9 | ooki ng at projections down 125 years, but you're | ooking
10 at 1,000 and 2,000 years of radioactivity.

11 It's ny understanding that the salt deposits in New
12 Mexi co probably under the current managenent will nelt.

13 Yucca Mountain has been discarded. | seriously doubt that
14 you know what a really good alternative site is, and

15 therefore a |lot nore consideration needs to go into this
16 process than just the draft EI S here.

And | am here to represent Eastern Washi ngton
Voters. W are a non-partisan progressive political
organi zation that tries to bring out what we feel Eastern
Washi ngton needs to do governnentally or whatever in a
progressi ve nmanner.

We are concerned that the U S. Departnment of Energy
IS not proposing to adequately clean up the Hanford
Superfund site, which we all know is the biggest ness

around, and as the people of Washington State expressed
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their desire in Initiative 297 in 2004, it was
overwhel m ngly passed that we did not want this. W
wanted it cl eaned up.

| learned in college many years ago that our world
Is a conplex, integrated, natural system | cone froma
sci ence background. Not to say that | have a Ph.D. You
don't need a Ph.D. to understand that what we have on our
hands i s devastati ng.

I have not read nor heard anywhere where we as a
peopl e have yet figured out how to safely deal with these
toxic wastes where it will not adversely affect the
environnment in which they' re placed, or |iving organisns
that may have | ong-sustai ned exposure or short-term
I nt ense exposure.

We shoul d know by now. And | don't want to tell you
how many years ago | was in college, but if they were
telling me it was a very integrated system we should know
by now that you can't ness up one part and not ness up
another part along with it.

We cannot just put toxic waste, quote, out of sight,
out of mnd, without the dire consequences down the road,
and down the road | nean hundreds of thousands of years,
In this case.

Bringing nore toxic waste to Hanford is not

acceptabl e until the current Superfund site can be cl eaned
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up to our fullest ability and there is a safe and
effective way to treat all incom ng radi oactive waste and
contain it to the extent that it cannot elevate the risk
of further contam nating the Colunbia R ver and the
Hanford Central Pl ateau.

Transporting the radioactive waste via |-90 through
the heart of Spokane, Spokane Valley -- and |I'm
di sappointed to find that we don't have any Spokane Vall ey
mayor or council people here that |I'maware of -- Coeur
d' Al ene exposes -- and Coeur d' Al ene, not to nention all
the cities that were on your, your diagram show ng your
route, and ours was not included, exposes our citizens,
but you also did not nmention risk to children, and they
are our future generation

El evated risks of cancer. It would be a national
security risk in our current tourist -- terrorist-prone
worl d, and | take that extrenely gravely because | think
It's going to be a short tinme before we find terrorism
within our own country. So this is a national security
I ssue as far as |'m concer ned.

The Spokane area is conpletely incapable of handling
such -- any kind of an incident that would effectively
shutdown 1-90, it's major link for evacuation, for days,
weeks, or nmonths. We would like to see you cone up with

an alternative that would nore appropriately address these

were cl eaned up, and clean closure were made. The Figure
S-16 in the EIS shows this. Alternative 6-B | ooks best to

me at this time.
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I"'monly going to risk trying to say "Fast Flux Test
Facility" once. |I'mleaning toward Alternative 3,

di sassenbly and renoval, rather than entonbnent; however,
the risks involved wwth taking it apart and transporting
sonme of the parts off site need to be weighed, and in al

of this, the safety of those who do the work is a concern

But then | renmenbered |last spring visiting a park
west of Portland where the Trojan plant was di sassenbl ed
and renoved. That would be a nice addition to the Hanford
facility.

"' m di sappoi nted that the waste treatnent plant has
been del ayed so long. The problemstarted shortly after |
was born and it looks like it will be -- that it wll
outlive ne by quite a bit.

The excuse for abandoni ng Yucca Mountain was -- as a
di sposal site -- was sonetine beyond 10,000 years from now
the EPA' s safe drinking water standards coul d be exceeded.
At Hanford, water contam nation is way over this standard.
G oundwater entering the Colunbia now is thousands of
times higher radioactive contam nation than drinking water
st andar ds.

Usi ng Hanford as a national waste dunp will increase
groundwat er contam nati on another order of nagnitude. W
have a | ot of radioactive waste scattered around the

country that should be treated, but there nust be

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alternatives to this that do not contam nate a major river
and does not endanger those that are near it. Just
wai ting around until I'mnot here to watch doesn't count.

W have asked for several years that the Energy
Depart ment and Ecol ogy hold hearings in Spokane. And |I'm
Gerry Pollet with Heart of America Northwest. It's the
region's largest citizen watchdog group for Hanford
cl eanup, and we've asked for that not just because of
transportation concerns, but because, as everyone here
knows, you're all downw nd.

And t he downwi nd potential inpacts did not just end
in 1965 fromHanford. |If there is a serious earthquake
that is reasonably projectable and the tanks of nucl ear
waste are not enptied, we do not know what the inpact
woul d be if a done collapsed on a single-shell tank. It
has been anal yzed about whether or not they could
col | apse.

We don't know what the inpact would be if the K
Basi ns, where spent nuclear fuel was stored, failed in the

event of an earthquake, but we got the waste out of there
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because we couldn't wait.

We don't have that luxury with the single-shel
tanks. We can't take until 2040. But the Energy
Departnent has failed in this inpact statenment to anal yze
what are the risks for everyone downw nd and the entire
region fromits proposed delay taking until 2040 to enpty
the single-shell tanks.

Let's junp ahead here. | want to show you sone

slides -- keep going -- that the Energy Departnent hasn't
wanted to show you in these neetings, apparently, from
their own EIS.

First off, as was nentioned early today -- tonight,
radi oactive strontium 90, according to DCE' s own
groundwater nonitoring report fromlast year, is now
entering the Colunbia River and springs at 1,500 tines the
dri nki ng water standard.

The drinking water standard is not sonme strange
thing that's out there. It's hard for people to get their
hands around this -- "It's just a standard. Wat does it
mean? Onh, they violated." It nmeans that one person out
of every 10,000 adults who drink that water woul d di e of
cancer.

Children are three to ten tinmes nore susceptible to
get cancer fromthe sane dose than an adult is. This is

just one contamnant flowng into the river today.
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What we see inthis EISis if we don't enpty the
tanks and renove tanks, if we don't clean up the | eaks and
billions, that's billions with a B, of gallons of waste
that's discharged fromthe tanks, if we add 3 mllion
cubic feet of waste to the landfill at Hanford, we have
enornous i npacts to the groundwater. After we spend
billions cleaning up Hanford, it gets recontam nated.

Let's junp ahead here.

This is a picture of one of the 40 mles of unlined
soil trenches at Hanford into which radi oactive wastes
were dunped. 40 mles when they're stacked end to end.
The Energy Departnent's plan is to cap them not dig them
up and retrieve what is |eaking fromthem

Let's keep going. Keep going.

This is just an illustrative map that was not shown
to you tonight by the agencies. This is carbon
tetrachl oride, a poison and carcinogen, in the groundwater
today. That's the Colunbia River flow ng through Hanford
for 50 mles, as you see along the top and along the right
side of the map, which would be the east -- north and east
sides of the Hanford site.

The dark red is 50 tines the drinking water standard
In the groundwater today, and this is the projection for
125 years fromnow. Next slide. You see it gets worse.
Next slide.

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1 The EI'S projects that under the preferred
2 alternatives and the actions the Energy Departnent w shes
3 to take, that plutonium 239 |levels entering the river
4 shore in the year 2983 would be 300 tines the drinking
5 wat er standard.
6 That's after we've spent billions to clean up

And |'d appreciate it if you could just at |east
listen, Mary Beth.

The Energy Department is in violation of NEPA by
failing to analyze the specific routes that trucks may
take to Hanford. The Energy Departnent tried to pull this
once before saying we only have to anal yze representative,
In quotes, routes, which is what was said tonight by Mry
Beth Burandt in response to a question. | want to make
sure that's now on the record that was the word she used.

Representative routes don't cut it because people
don't live in representative cities. You live in Spokane
where, as we've heard tonight, you're in a specific
valley. The trucks will go right past the front doors of
L.C. H gh School. They will go right past the hospitals.

People live on specific routes, not representative
routes, and they're entitled to have a specific route
anal yzed when it is likely to be used --

FACI LI TATOR PARHAM  One mi nut e.
MR, POLLET: -- have already ruled on
this.

And the final slide I'll just showis that the

Energy Departnent's own EI'S for shipping high-I|evel
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radi oactive waste to Hanford last -- in 2008 showed that
It would cause 816 fatal cancers without a transportation
accident, without a terrorist attack, just fromthe
radi ati on that cones out of the shipping casks for
hi gh-1 evel waste.

The greater-than-C ass-C waste, which you |left out
of this EIS, the Energy Departnent is proposing to | ook at
shipping it and burying it at Hanford. The Energy
Departnment said it has already made the decision that al
radi oactive waste m xed with hazardous waste will be
di sposed at Hanford fromthese sites.

It belonged in this EIS. It should have been
di scl osed. And the risks fromthese wastes are as high as
the same risks as the 816 fatal cancers from hi gh-1|evel
nucl ear wast e.

And the goal was to | ook at a
curmul ative analysis, look at all the waste on the entire
Hanford site fromthe tanks, fromwaste that was dunped
Into the ground, waste that's in the groundwater
currently, and potential waste that could conme to Hanford.

And so having that cunul ative look is really
I mportant, and that information is pretty scary, though.
And, you know, just the existing waste at Hanford,
Pl ut oni um cont am nation entering the river wll growto
over 300 times the drinking water standards just with the
exi sting wastes that are there, before you even | ook at
addi ti onal waste.

So that to me is a real concern. W -- we know
based on this EI'S about the huge health and environnental
risks that are going to cone in the future, if not now,

entering the Colunbia R ver just fromthe current waste
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that we have, and that's why |I feel |ike adding nore waste
to Hanford is just -- it shouldn't even be an option, and
that's anot her comment.

It didn't seemlike that was even an option in the
ElIS, just to consider not bringing it. The option was "Do
you want it here or do you want it here?" Well, I'd |ike
it not to cone at all and I1'd like that noratoriumto be a
per manent noratorium on bringing nore waste to Hanford.

So in 2004, | think other people have nentioned here
toni ght already, that Washington State voters
overwhel mngly said no to adding nore waste to Hanford
until we cl eaned up what we had there. And | still fee
like this EIS doesn't, to ne, adequately address the tank
wast e.

We know we can only vitrify or turn into glass half
the waste in those tanks. W still have to do sonething
with the other half of that waste. And I know the
Departnment of Energy says they will continue to | ook at a
preferred alternative for that, but | would Iike to see
that addressed in this EI S

| think a |ot of people have already touched on the
transportation issues. | feel like it's really hard to
comment when this EIS didn't include |ooking at 1-90 as a
route and what the risk would be to fol ks along 1-90 and

I n Spokane and the whol e Spokane Val |l ey area.

22 nmonitoring of this site.
23 If in 50 years the Departnent of Energy is no |onger
24 -- you know, 50 years after the site is closed, no one is
25 there watching or telling people "Don't go here. Don't
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drink the water here." That's a huge concern.

So we need to have a better sense of how that site
IS going to be nonitored in the long termfor future
generati ons.

MR, HOLLI STER Wl |, thanks for the
chance to speak.

In reflecting on the history of this whole scenari o,
iIt's been 65 years since they started putting all that
contam nated waste in the Hanford -- at the Hanford site,
and here we're tal king about vitrification in another 12
years.

It seens to ne like this is a project that's turned
into a cash cow for a ot of interested contractors and
communities that have a | ot at stake here.

The initial estimte was 50 billion dollars. | nust
confess, | don't know, but | do know that the multiple
contractors got generous cost overruns in there. So |
have no idea what the ultimate cost, if there is an
ultimate cost, if this thing ever cones to a concl usion.

| -- of course | don't want to repeat a | ot of
t hi ngs that have been said, but | think highway

transportation should be prohibited. 1 think we've got to
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assure a neasure of safety.

These vehicles are emtting radi oactive, you know,
rel eases, and | understand there's no security there for,
you know, mnimzing the release, no |l ead shielding within
those tanks. So | think that there shouldn't be any
hi ghway, any hi ghway transportation.

I"mgoing to end ny coments now, but | just want to
recogni ze Bill Houff, who will be speaking next. Bill
started Hanford Education Action League way back with a
sernon at the Unitarian Church, and | applaud Bill for all
he's done in this effort.

FACI LI TATOR PARHAM Thank you. Bill
Houff, and after Bill Houff will be Steve Corker.
MR. HOUFF: Thank you, Buell

My sentinments and concerns have al ready been well
expressed in the excellent statenents that have been made.
Let's get on with the neeting.

FACI LI TATOR PARHAM kay. Thank you.
Steve Corker, and after Steve will be Jam son.
MR. CORKER  Thank you very nuch

And I'mcom ng here tonight really with three hats
on. First, as a city council nenber representing a city
of 205,000, a majority of citizens who aren't confortable
in testifying in events like this. Mny of them who
really don't fully understand the inpact.

/
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But part of our responsibility as elected officials
IS to serve our conmunity, and probably nore inportantly
to serve future generations.

The second hat I'mwearing is the president of
Radi ochem cal Health Effects Archives, a foundation that
just conpleted a study funded by Resolve that |ooked into
potential effects and inpacts of the Hanford facility on
the 32,000 young peopl e under the age of 5 who were
exposed during that period of 1945, '44 and '46 with an
unbel i evabl e amount of toxic materials that | think have
been i npact ed.

And, third, | was one of those 32,000 young people
under the age of 5 in Walla Walla. And in that study and
nmy life |'ve seen the inpact or the potential inpact of
what that radiation has caused on a nunber of citizens.

This state has done its share in terns of dealing
with all the responsibilities and inpact of the facility
at Hanford. W've paid our dues, and | think this area,
this region, is entitled to have an attitude on the part
of our federal governnment that renoves the inpact of this
activity and that facility on our lives. | think we've
earned it.

' m concerned about the transport, both rail and
truck. |'mnore concerned about the inpact on the

Colunbia River long termas a vital waterway, sonething
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1 critically inportant for the livelihood of this

2 nei ghbor hood.

3 | would urge you to renove an unlimted anount,

4 comng close to perfection as possible, fromthat site.

5 And to our representative fromthe State of Washi ngton,

6 urge that the full authority of the Governor and your

7 departnment represent the interests of our citizens in

8 what ever deci sions or actions evolve out of this study and
9 of the site in the future.

You know, it's got a
wormin it, maybe | shouldn't eat that." [|I'mnot going to
eat it, hopefully.

But | realize that we do live in tines where we have
a lot of the waste comng in, we have a | ot of these
t hi ngs happening, so |I'mvery, very thankful that we have
the DCE here and |I'mvery grateful for all the hard work

they do in bringing us drinks, the cookies, and everything

I nvol ved.
However, listening to everything tonight and
listening to the guest speaker, | feel -- | feel very nuch

that it is absolutely not wisdomto bring the nuclear
waste through here. It's absolutely not wsdomto bring
the nuclear waste and drop it off where there's already 53
mllion gallons of it. And I think, personally, that
strikes ne as common sense.

| look at -- | look at the statistics. | listen to
t he speakers, and it was obvious that they al so knew nuch

nore than | did about the topics; however, | feel that

/
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it's common sense that if we already have all these issues
at hand, we should not settle with our health, we should
not settle with our lives, with our children, and with the
peopl e that we |ove, that we should do our best.

There may be a ot of contributing factors the DOE
has that they can't -- you know, there's certain things
that even if it were in their power and control, which it
Is now, that it may go out of their control. Maybe, maybe
not .

But |I'm saying personally fromwhat | understand
now, I'mgoing to have to definitely say don't bring them
trucks through here, don't bring themtrains through here,
don't drop that garbage off here. Do sonething with that
garbage, if you wll.

obvi ous what's happened over the years, and | want to cal
you into account for that.

| nmean, the reality is that for over 60 years you've
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done a lousy job at Hanford, and you know it. And the

i dea here is right now that we know that we have no trust
in you. We don't believe you. W can't trust you because
of the track record that you' ve done over the years.

W' ve al ways had to sue you in order to get any kind
of a decent resolution of our concerns about Hanford, and
you overruled the will of the people of the State of
Washi ngton to cone in here and do the |ousy job that
you' ve got | ooking at us here tonight.

| call your attention, for exanple, to the fact that
you're going to deal with unlined -- unlined reservoirs
for this material. Wy, it's been 20, 30 years since
muni ci palities have had to line all of their areas for
di sposal .

| nmean, how do you get away with that? You know, we
have -- we have no trust.

And you're going to |leave this all to us for
t housands of years, not just a couple thousand of years.
The half-life of sonme of this stuff is 10,000 years and
you're reluctant to tear into this and get rid of it, take
care of it and ensure it doesn't get into the drinking
water, into the Colunbia River, into the -- you know, a
great fishery.

| nmean, how do you -- what kind of conscience do you

have for sonmething like that? | can't believe it.
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The trucks kill. People drive past them and the
radi ation fromthemcan affect them as they pass the
trucks on the road. You know that. And you know t hat
you're going to expect a nunber of people to die from
trucking that material just because of their exposure to
t he radi ati on.

And let's not talk about vitrification. You're
tal ki ng about eight years? Cone on, you' ve been at this
vitrification thing for years and years and years. The
m s- managenent at Hanford is |legion. The incredible
m s- managenent there has resulted in the problens with
vitrification being bungled and destroyed for years and
years and years.

And you expect us to believe that in eight years now
It's going to be okay and then you're going to underfund
the eight years because it's not going to be adequate to
take care of the job that you have for it for 100 years.

It's just laughable. | really can't believe that
you're here to give us a half-baked, inconplete kind of a
programfor this kind of thing. | nmean, | just -- | don't
see how you have the testicular fortitude to show up.

FACI LI TATOR PARHAM  Thank you.
Li ndel | and then Kate Johnston after that.
M5. HAGAN:. Well, | noved here in

1970. W were tal king about cleaning up the waste then.
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It's 40 years later. |'ve got a grandchild now It's
going to be before his grandchildren are around before we
get this cleaned up. [It's not acceptable.

We need to have 99.9 percent cleanup. W need a
second vitrification plant. Capping is not sufficient and
we cannot accept any future waste.

It seens that it's alright to bring waste to Hanford

but there was a comment nmade it's too dangerous to take

And |'m studying to be a teacher right now [|'m student
teaching on the north side of Spokane, and |'ve lived here
all ny life.

And |I'm not good at speaking in front of a |ot of
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people, so I'Il just continue. Make sure you know t hat.

So as a future teacher, | really care about the
future of our conmunity and our people in our comunity
and our country, for that matter, and |I know that we face
a serious energy crisis and | know that deciding how to
provi de that energy for our country is not an easy
decision, so | realize that you guys don't have an easy
j ob.

But | trust that you have sone sense in terns of how
to keep people safe in communities and keep the
environment safe for those people in comunities.

And we're dealing with radi oactive waste. | think

it's got a half-life of 500 years? Mre than 500 years?

More? | just heard it tonight. That's a long tine.
That's very -- that's not good for the environnent,
anyway. | don't know what to say about that.

So it's not uncommon for ne to neet students from
the Tri-Cties who they're quick to describe thensel ves as
gl ow ng, and they have famly nenbers with what |'ve heard
are a lot higher rates of cancer and various other health
probl ens, and that's a serious issue. And this would only
make it worse if we don't clean it -- clean the tanks nore
t han 99 percent.

| also go to school with nmenbers of the Wanapum

from technically. Don't quote nme on that, but | did hear
that froma Wanapum Nati on nenber

And | know that the gl ow ng students fromthe
Tri-Cities don't want the future Tri-Cities citizens to
glow nore than they already do, and |I know that the
Wanapum Nation still wants the use of its |and back at
sonme point and want it to be productive and heal thy | and.

And | know that as a teacher it's nmy responsibility
to teach our kids about the world they're growing up in,
and | urge you to sinply prepare adequately.

So | guess by doing that, clean the tanks nore than
99 percent. 99 percent point 9, at least. Alternative 3,
| think it was, is the disassenbly and renoval of the
tanks. That's |ooking good. | imagine there's nore
al ternatives.

| think the word "preferred alternative" is just
weird. It's just, like, obnoxious. [|'Il just throw that
in there. And a permanent noratoriumwould be good.

And, please, | urge you to continue to let us know
and articulate it explicitly at sonething |ike bel ow a
college level. | haven't read all the docunents but I
I magine that |like a lot of the citizens, the adults in
Spokane wi th grade school |evel reading |evels, may not be

able to get through docunents |ike that.
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Pl ease explicitly comuni cate what you're doi ng at
an under standabl e level, and clean it up.

I"'ma famly physician here in Spokane and admt ny
I gnorance about a lot of this.

| was at the hearings and the discussion years ago
before Initiative 297 and t hought when we overwhel m ngly
passed that things were over, and then got an e-mail
yesterday saying this hearing was happeni ng.

And so | appreciate all the previous speakers and
all the science and all the know edge about everything to
do with waste and half-lifes and all that, but my concern
Is nore for prevention of problens.

And it seens really clear to ne that we could
prevent a |lot of problens by bringing in not only no nore
wast e, but taking out the waste that is already there.

So when we've overwhel m ngly spoken that we don't
want further waste at Hanford, | would take that to say
It's not because Hanford is in our backyard and it's not
the "not in ny backyard" argunent. It's the "not in
Anerica,"” it's the "not in the world" argunent.

So | would urge the DOE to be tal ki ng about why we
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are continuing to produce waste that we can't get rid of
at the cost of lives. Not just human life, but all of the
life along the Colunbia River and anywhere that's exposed
to radioactivity is threatened.

And | feel like everyone in this roomgets it. |
mean, you don't want to be exposed to radioactive waste.
You don't want it in your backyard, literally at your

house. You don't want your friends and | oved ones exposed

toit. So why does it feel |ike we cone here as a group
of concerned citizens, educated, concerned citizens, who
can't understand 1,000 pages of rhetoric.

And sonebody asked for a one-sentence statenent. |
understand that you may not be able to condense it to one
sentence, but ten pages of scientific words, shall we say,
IS not acceptable for us as concerned citizens to
understand what's going on. | get the distinct sense that
you don't want us to understand it because we woul dn't
agree with it.

So | get the concept of us as concerned citizens
debating with the Departnment of Energy, but | don't get
that the Departnent of Ecol ogy doesn't seemto be com ng
fromour point of view, either.

| really appreciate you doing these hearings in
Spokane. As | said, | thought it was a done deal and here

It is back, so thank you for comng here to listen to our
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conmment s.

But one of theml|l was a little
weak on.

But | was wondering -- our position is we do not
think any nore waste should be shipped into Hanford or the

State of Washington until the cleanup is in fact conplete.
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And | thought that was just nmy ow little hang-up,
and it's primarily because | don't think you can focus on
your huge job and deal with other waste. But when | hear
all these people saying the exact sane thing from 57
different angles, | don't think | need any nore support.

Your job would be so nuch easier at the DOE and
Ecology if you just gave up on that. You keep harping on
shi pping waste in fromother places. W have plenty of
wast e.

I'd also i ke to say that Ecology's positions are
very simlar to ours and I conmmend you for that. | think
you were a |little guarded today, but we could have gotten
onboard on it.

Angel a, and after Angela will be M ke Nuess.
M5. MAGERAS: Hello. Well, I'm not

really sure what to say. | don't really know anything

about Hanford or what its intention was before com ng here

tonight. | just wanted to say to everybody el se, good job
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at explaining what | wanted to say. So that's really
great.

| definitely don't support Hanford inporting nore
waste. | would like to see everything cleaned up that's
able to be cleaned up, because we need to | ook out for the
future. And we can't -- even if to bury it underground,
we can't just bury it and forget about it because that's
going to come to the surface one day.

And we need to invest in ways that aren't creating
waste that we can't get rid of, like you said. And I
appreci ate you comng here today, and it's really great to
get ny voice out there, as well.

And | think that we're battling a | arger issue here,
especially of special interest, and I think that's why
this keeps com ng up and why you keep suggesting that we
keep inporting nore waste, is, you know, because the
peopl e's voice doesn't matter as much as the people who
have noney. But hopeful that's changi ng and hopeful |y our
voice is matteri ng now.

MR NUESS: H. [|I'mM ke Nuess, and
although I live downw nd and near 1-90, | don't feel that
this is a "in ny backyard" issue. It's a "not in ny
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pl anet" i ssue.

The science is incontrovertibly clear that, you
know, the dis-associative nuclear forces of the
transuranics sinply tear asunder the nore -- the nore
weaker but nore sophisticated and conpl ex el ectronic bond
between atons that build the entire bi osphere and all our
bodi es and everything that's alive on the thin film around
our pl anet.

And the universe was wise in putting the Earth's
nucl ear furnace 93 mllion mles away. And perhaps the
greatest scientist of the 20th Century -- his peers called
hi mthe M chel angel o of our tines. You know, one of those
guys wth dozens of Ph.D.'s, honorary Ph.D.'s and patents
and books.

But he also predicted the atonms structure before
the el ectron mcroscope proved himright, and he al so
di scovered what m ght be nature's own mat hematics, because
there are no irrational nunbers for the physical
constants. So he's no dummy.

And he had sonething to say about nuclear waste. He
said that one day humanity will recognize that we have to
rocket the waste back to the sun where they belong. So
there it is. That's how you get rid of nuclear waste.

And that is a very difficult thing for humanity to
try to think about doing. Hugely difficult. So then why
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do we keep making nore? W nust stop nmaking nore. He
said this in the mddle of the |ast century.

Yeah, we need to take care of it, the ness we have,
store it |leak-proof, nonitor it, retrieve and nove it as
necessary for thousands of years to preserve biol ogical
life, and you want to go and throw sonme concrete caps over
It and wal k away.

And trucking waste from new nucl ear weapons

production and new nucl ear power plants, what for? Wy do
you want to do this? Do we need energy that bad?

Again, the science is incontrovertibly clear, there
Is as nmuch energy yielded froma single pound of silicone
depl oyed in the useful life of a solar electric panel as
there is in a pound of uranium consuned in a nucl ear
plant. But there's 5,000 tines nore silicone in the
Earth's crust than there is uranium and the renewabl es
famly of solar electric, wind and geothermal are
engi neeringly proven that they can expand cleanly, safely,
to a capacity that resiliently neets all human energy
needs.

Anot her of the greatest scientific m nds, acclained
by his peers as the Einstein of |inguistics, another one
of those guys with [ots of Ph.D.'s and books, recently
outlined three urgent threats to the survival of the human

species that nearly all of us, Republican, Denocrat, of
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any political or social persuasion, could agree upon.

Those three are nuclear war is inmmnent and nore
dangerous than ever before, environnmental devastation from
not just carbon sources but from nucl ear sources, and the
denocratic deficit of the governnent of this country that
doesn't listen to the polls when nost of us say we do want
the clean, renewabl e energies, that nost of us say we
don't want nucl ear power, when we vote to say no nore
waste at Hanford, get all the waste cleaned up first, we
want conpl ete and conprehensive cl eanup.

There is a huge deficit between what we want and
what our governnent tells you to do and does to us. And
those are the three greatest threats that | think nost of
us woul d agree on.

Sophi sticated polling tells us we're wlling to
listen. The majority says no nukes, clean up the waste,
advance renewabl es, give us conprehensive heal thcare, et
cetera, et cetera.

So why? Wiat's left to explain why the cleanup is
so under funded and m s-nmanaged? Wy is there a collective
sense we picked up in this roomtonight of conflict
bet ween us and those charged with the responsibility for
cleaning it up?

Rat her than all of us sort of row ng together, we're

in this conflict. New waste and new weapons still cone.

A
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So who benefits? Wy? Wat for? Wo sends you out to

test the litnus of our resistance to bottling the nuclear
genie -- of our desire to bottling the nuclear genie.

We already voted on this and here you cone again to
run us down. Could it be G eenw ch, Connecticut, wants
you to run us down? Hmm Nucl ear energy and weapons are
a cash cow for those who are too big to fail

FACI LI TATOR PARHAM  Thank you. Brian
Burke. Brian Burke? No? kay.

At this time, that's the end of our list so we would
like to ask the people who have not commented yet who
would Iike to. |Is there sonmeone who would |like to provide
comments who has not spoken yet?

You have our young people in tears. That's our
future.

And they stand here, they're smarter than a whip.
They can multitask |ike you woul dn't believe. You know

what, they're in tears. People, our future is in tears.
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What nore do you need?
That's all 1've got to say.

Yes,
ma'am CGo ahead.

| would like to ask: How many of you cane to the
hearing on the | ast inpact statenent that the Energy
Departnent did in 2003 about Hanford being national waste
dunp?

And keep your hand up for a nonent if you -- now,
how many of you -- put your hand down if you did not
receive a new notice for this hearing. How many of you
received a notice fromthe Energy Departnent for this
hearing tonight?

W were prom sed, Mary Beth, fromthe Energy
Departnent, that the people who were on the |[ist who
testified at these hearings 2003, 2002/ 2003 on your prior
failed draft EIS would be on the |ist and receive notice
of these hearings fromthe Energy Departnent.

Either the notice was so ineffective that people
threw it out because it was |ousy or that prom se was not
met that these people were going to get notice.

We need to redo this EI'S and we need to do it with
proper notice that is effective that says what the inpacts
of the decisions are right upfront and is mailed to the
hundreds -- excuse ne, thousands of people commented on
the last EI'S, and they were denied notice fromthe Energy

Departnent of this EI'S, which is a redo of the past one.
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1 And this is a very serious failing of the Energy
2 Departnent. You have not net the spirit of the open
3 governnent initiative of the president. You have not net
4 the spirit of the Hanford managenent that said that we
5 woul d nmake every effort to contact all the people who cane
6 to the hearings last tine around, and we're very
7 di sappointed in that.
8 | want to also, for the record, clarify what | was
9 saying at the end of ny testinony previously.
10 | had a slide up that showed the Energy Departnent's
11 anal ysis for the d obal Nucl ear Energy Partnership, which
12 was their plan to take high-1level nuclear waste, spent
13 fuel fromreactors, ship it to one of several |ocations
14 for reprocessing, nelting it down in acid. Mking nore
15 l'iquid high-level nuclear waste is the dream of the
16 nucl ear renai ssance for sone people.
17 And the EIS said if Hanford was used the
18 announcenent was 816 fatal cancers along the truck route.
19 That is fromthe radiation emtted fromthe shipping casks
20 for spent nuclear fuel.
21 This proposal in front of us tonight in this
22 Envi ronnental |npact Statenent |eaves out the nost
23 radi oactive waste that the Energy Departnent is | ooking at
24 shi pping to Hanford, called greater-than-C ass-C waste.
25 And you should be allowed to see what the inpacts are of
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t hat .

They are as hot as those other shipnents, is what |
was trying to explain. Not that high-Ievel nuclear waste
fuel rods would cone, but shipnents just as hot would cone
with simlar radiation |evels.

But even without the greater-than-C ass-C waste, the
details in the appendi ces sonmewhere around page 5, 000 of

the EI'S when you get that far deep into it, show that the
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Ener gy Departnent expects to ship what is called
renot e- handl ed waste to Hanford, within 82,000 cubic
nmeters of waste that is proposed to be shipped to Hanford.

"Renot e handl ed" neans that it is so radioactive
that it cannot be handl ed by people, it needs to be
handl ed by machinery. It is all presuned to be m xed
radi oactive chem cal waste under DOE s anal yses because it
IS so radioactive that they can not analyze its chem ca
conposition, so it has to be presuned to be mxed wth
hazar dous chem cal waste, and it is proposed to be shipped
to Hanford.

|'ve heard state officials say that they didn't
think it was the sane, those high-level radioactive waste
shi pments, nothing would be shipped to Hanford. That's
not bags and slightly contam nated stuff. That is not so.
Look at Appendix D and you'll see.

And finally what you see in Appendix D of the EISis
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this: The Energy Departnent is proposing to use Hanford
as a national radioactive waste dunp not to help clean up
ot her contam nated sites sonmewhere around the country.
That's a nyth they' ve put out there.
It is newy-generated waste that will be comng to
Hanford, waste fromits nucl ear weapons plants and its

nucl ear energy prograns, and it is not, oh, you should

hel p clean up sone other site that is -- what's in their
soil. It is newy-generated waste that would be comng to
Hanf or d.

Very little of it therefore -- very little is known,

t herefore, about its chem cal conposition. W don't know
exactly what the radionuclide conposition is. But the
estimates are that it does include the renote-handl ed
waste, which is extrenely radi oactive.

And it should not -- and Washington State needs to
say you cannot allow any of these wastes to go into a
burial ground at Hanford because the state | aw requires
that you have a dangerous waste permt that specifies what
type of activity and what type of chem cal conponents are
goi ng in.

The Energy Department's EIS in Appendix D admts
that they don't know it because what they want to do is
use Hanford for 25 years or nore of new y-generated waste.

VWhat is the right alternative here? The right
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1 alternative, folks, is don't create it.

2 And the | aw says you have to | ook at reducing your

3 wastes, and you failed to do that, once again. Not

4 surprising. It is the Energy Departnent. |t never | ooks
5 at reducing its waste generation. Thank you.

6 FACI LI TATOR PARHAM  Thank you.

7 MR HAGEA N I'd just Iike to add that
8 the history of Hanford is just a tragic history and

9 tremendous corruption and people that have been arrested
10 for mal feasance and so forth there. And, you know, it

11 really conmes down to the fact that Hanford, for years and
12 years, has really been a crinme scene.

13 FACI LI TATOR PARHAM  Thank you. |If

14 there's no -- an additional cormment? Yes, sir?

15 MR, FISK: This nmay be nore of a

16 question than a comment, but |'m one of the ones that

17 rai sed their hands.

18 | think | was here in 2003 or 2004 statenments and |
19 remenber a statement by a British corporation, -- "Ah, we
20 have this thing all solved. W can vitrify this and it's
21 all going to be acconplished real quick."
22 And | guess ny question or ny comment is: Wat
23 under the sun nmakes you people think that the
24 vitrification is going to wrk? Has the technology really
25 I nproved that nmuch over four years where absolutely
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nothing that | can see that's really fool proof has
happened?

And | really doubt -- as Bart Haggin says, | don't
think you've given us much cause for trust. Thank you.
FACI LI TATOR PARHAM  Ckay. Thank you
for that comment.
