The Office of the Comptroller of the Currency (OCC) has been advised that the California 
Commissioner of Financial Institutions has issued a cease and desist order to Malibu Trust 
Company, directing it to cease doing business in California without a license.  Neither the State 
of California nor the OCC has issued a charter or license to Malibu Trust Company. 

Accordingly, Malibu Trust Company is not authorized to transact business as a bank and, 
pursuant to relevant California statutes, it is not authorized to transact trust business using a 
name that contains the word “trust.”  All persons who have engaged in business with Malibu 
Trust Company with the understanding that the company is a licensed bank or trust company are 
asked to contact the:
