Uro Banque is identifying
itself as a bank incorporated in Montenegro with an operation in
Quebec and is soliciting individuals in the United States from such
operation in Quebec to subscribe for credit cards.

Subject entity has no license or charter from the Office of the
Comptroller of the Currency or the Government of Canada.
