252/10, all shore commands will 
need to begin using the Electronic 
Leave (E-Leave) option available 
through the Electronic Service 
Record (ESR) to process leave 
requests Nov. 1. 
 
In preparation, Sailors should take 
the time now to ensure they have 
access to their ESR self-service 
accounts, so they'll be prepared to submit E-Leave requests ahead of the deadline. 
 
ESR self-service accounts are accessed online through the Navy Standard Integrated 
Personnel System (NSIPS) with a Common Access Card at https://nsips.nmci.navy.mil.
