COMMISSION PUBLISHES TECHNICAL AMENDMENTS TO INTERNATIONA®
DISCLOSURE STANDARDS

On June 11, the Commission issued a release adopting technical amendments to Form 20-
F under the Securities Exchange Act of 1934 and to Forms F-2 and F-3 u  <r the
Securities A :* of 1933. The amendments to the forms clarify the requirernents regarding
the age of financial statements, codify the long-standing practice of acce two years
audited income statement and statement of cash flows information if the financial
statements are presented in accordance with U.S. Generzlly Accepted Accounting
Principles, and correct cross-references in Form 20-F and Forms F-2 ahd F-3. The
changes clarify language that could create cenfusion and do not alter the current
requirements for companies filing on the forms. (Rels. 33-7983; 34-44406)

ENFORCEMENT PROCEEDINGS

COMMISSION INSTITUTES ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEEDING AGAINST
CHARLES HAGEMANN

On June 13, the Commission instituted a public administrative proceeding ainst
Charles F. Hagemann (Hagemann) pursuant to Section 15(b) of the Secu+=s Exchange
Act of 1934. Simultaneously with the institution of this proceeding, Hay,c. .nn
submitted an Offer of Settlement in which, while neither admitting nor .enying the
Commission’s findings, Hagemann consented to the eni:y of an Order barring him from
association with any broker or dealer, with a right to apply after one year. The Order was
based on the entry of a permanent injunctior: in a civil action against Hagemann. The
Commission’s complaint alleged that Hagemann violated the registration and antifraud
provisions by, among other things, omitting to disclose the actual commissions paid to
him in connection with the offer and sale of the unregistered securities of two restaurant
subsidiaries of Papa Holdings, Inc., a company based in Los Angeles, California. (Rel.
