The transactions would be between the broker-dealer and a portion of the
investment company's portfolio not advise:: by the adviser affiliated with that broker-
dealer. The order also would permit these investment companies not to aggregate certain
purchases from an underwriting syndicate in which an affiliated person of one of the
investment advisers is a principal underwriter. Further, applicants request relief to permit
a portion of an investment company's portfolio to purchase securities issued by a broker-
dealer, which is an affiliated person of an investment adviser to another portion, subject
to the limits in Rule 12d3-1 under the Act.
