164 (MEL), S.D.N.Y., March 24, 1983] which: (1) involved the

sale of a security; (2) arose out of the conduct of the business of a bank; and (3)

involved the counterfeiting of securities and the fraudulent conversion of funds.


Lawson further consented to a Commission Order barr ina him from association with

any broker, dealer, investment company, investment ad~iser or municipal securities

dealer. (ReI. 34-20579)


CIVIL PROCEEDINGS 

OIL & GAS PROMOTERS ENJOINED 

The Fort Worth Regional Office announced that on January 24 Judge William Taylor,
U.S. District Court for the Northern District of Texas, entered Orders of Permanent 
Injunction enjoining Golden Petroleum Corporation and William C. Brown, both of 
Bethesda, Maryland, from violations of the registration and antifraud provisions of 
the securities laws. Golden and Brown consented to the Orders without admitting or 
denying the allegations in the commission's September 29, 1983 complaint. Also 
named as a defendant in the complaint was Howard L. Strahan, Dallas, Texas, who 
agreed to an Order of Permanent Injunction as to the same violations on October 4,
1983.

cerning the extent of oil and gas production from wells drilled by the limited part
nerships, the cost of oil and gas leases, the use and escrowing of investor funds,
Strahan's relationship with Golden, and the return a limited partner would receive 
on his investment.
