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COMMISSION ANNOUNCEMENTS

CHAPTER 11 REORGANIZATION CASES

The Commission published a list of Chapter 11 reorganization cases, pending as of
December 5, 1984, where it has filed an appearance under Section 1109(a) of the Bank-
ruptcy Code. 1In the future, the Commission will separately announce the filing of an
appearance in Chapter 11 cases. As a statutory party under Section 1109(a), the Com-
mission may "raise and may appear and be heard on any issue" in a reorganization case
under Chapter 11. (Rel. CR-338)

TEMPORARY SUSPENSION OF THE REGULATION A EXEMPTION
OF INTER-CONTINENTAL MARKETING CORPORATION

The Commission ordered that the Regulation A exemption of Inter-Continental Marketing
Corporation (ICM), a Huntington, West Virginia corporation, be temporarily suspended.
The order results from ICM's filing of a notification and offering circular on April 9
1984, later amended, relating to a proposed offering of 600,000 shares of common stock
for an aggregate amount of $1,500,000. The Commission has reason to believe that: (a)
the offering, which has not yet commenced, would be in violation of the Securities
Act; and (b) ICM's offering circular contains untrue statements of material facts and
material omissions relating to - (1) failure to disclose that the claimed subsidiaries
have not yet been acquired by ICM and that ICM is a shell corporation with no assets,
or net worth; (2) material overstatement of assets; (3) material misstatements of re-
payment terms of liabilities; (4) material misrepresentations regarding classification
and amount of short and long term debt; (5) material misstatements regarding dilution
and capitalization of ICM's stock; and (6) failure to disclose that ICM's financial
statements have not been prepared in accordance with generally accepted accounting
principles. (Rel. 33-6560)

CIVIL PROCEEDINGS

CHARLES J. ASCENZI ENJOINED

The Washington Regional Office announced that on November 27 the Federal District
Court in Philadelhpia, Pennsylvania entered a Final Judgment permanently enjoining
Charles J. Ascenzi of Silverdale, Pennsylvania from violations of the antifraud provi-
sions of the securities laws. Ascenzi consented to the Final Judgment without admit-
ting or denying the complaint's allegations. The complaint alleges that Ascenzi and
others endaged in a fraudulent scheme involving the offer and sale of $2 million worth
of City of West Memphis, Arkansas, Maphis Chapman Project industrial revenue bonds.
The complaint also alleges that $1.2 million of the bond proceeds were used for tpe
personal financial benefit of the defendants contrary to representations made to in-
vestors that all proceeds would be used to equip and operate an industrial plant.

JAMES D. HUFF ENJOINED

The Commission today announced that the U.S. District Court for the District of Colum-
bia entered-a Final Judgment of Permanent Injunction against James D. Huff gf Dallas,
Texas, restraining and enjoining him from violation of the antifraud provisions of the
securities laws. Huff consented to the Final Judgment without admitting or denying
the allegations of the Commission's complaint, which was also filed today.

The complaint alleged that in 1983, Huff, a vice president and sales manager for Fhe
National Accounts Program of Applied Data Research, Inc. (ADR), effegted.transactlgns
in the common stock of ADR on two separate occasions during 1983, while in possession
of material, nonpublic information concerning ADR. (SEC v. James D. Huff, USDC DC,
Civil Action No. 84-3709, December 6, 1984).

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CRIMINAL PROCEEDINGS

KENNETH P. D'ANGELO PLEADS GUILTY

The New York Regional Office announced that on November 26 Kenneth P, D'Angelo pleaded
guilty in federal court in Manhattan to charges of conspiracy and'wire fraud involving
a scheme to misappropriate over $1 million from Advest Inc., Merrill Lynch, Pierce,
Fenner & Smith Inc. and McDonald & Company. D'Angelo also admitted to fraudulently
obtaining $163,000 in inflated "finders fees" from Advest. Sentencing is scheduled
for January 9, 1985. (U.S. v. Kenneth P. D'Angelo, et al.). (LR-10623)

HOLDING COMPANY ACT RELEASES

AMERICAN ELECTRIC POWER COMPANY

A notice has been issued giving interested persons until December 27 to request a
hearing on a proposal by American Electric Power Company, Inc. (AEP), a registered
holding company, to issue short-term notes during 1985 and 1986 to banks and to a
commercial paper dealer in two annual, aggregate amounts outstanding at any one time
of $50 million. AEP also seeks to make two annual capital contributions to subsi-
diaries in a total amount of $40 million. Columbus and Southern Ohio Electric Com-
pany, Kentucky Power Company, Kingsport Power Company, Michigan Power Company and
Wheeling Electric Company, subsidiaries of AEP, also propose to issue short-term
notes in two combined principal amounts of $213 million annually. An exception from
competitive bidding has been requested for the sale of commercial paper notes.

Proposed rule changes have been filed under Rule 19b-4 by: The Midwest Stock Exchange,
Inc. (SR-MSE-84-~11) to amend Rule 34 of Article XX of the MSE rules to increase the
maximum execution limit size for agency orders under MSE's guaranteed execution system
from 399 to 1099 shares for all specialists. (Rel. '34-21540); and The Pacific Stock
Exchange, Inc. (SR-PSE-84-22) to adopt a new Equity Floor Procedure Advice 2-C
(Reporting of Transactions Executed at the Exchange) codifying the Rule I, Section
