securities fraud charges related to his actions The Order to which Ameen consented

JEROME BECHSTEIN ENJOINED AND FINED FOR FRAUD IN TOWNE
BANCORPS OFFERING

On October an injunctive Order was entered in case filed by the U.S Securities and

Exchange Commission against Jerome Bechstein resident of Bowling Green Ohio

for fraud in the sale of Towne Bancorp Inc stock Under the Order Bechstein former

president and director of Towne Bancorp is enjoined from violating antifraud provisions

of the federal securities laws and must pay civil penalty of $25000 Bechstein

consented to the entry of the Order without admitting or denying the allegations in the

complaint

The complaint alleges that Towne Bancorps registered mini-max offering required the

company to raise $4 million by June 30 1994 subject to an extension or else the offering

would terminate and all funds paid by subscribers would be returned with interest

Towne Bancorp raised only $2.5 million by June 30 1994 and it did not extend the

offering However Bechstein failed to return funds to investors as promised and

improperly continued to sell Towne Bancorp stock subscriptions through November

1995 During that time Bechstein failed to disclose to investors that the offering was not

extended past June 30 1994 that investors funds were not returned and that Towne

Bancorp thus had significant outstanding liability Further Towne Bancorp through

Bechstein did not properly report the outstanding liability with the Commission The

complaint specifically alleges that Bechstein violated Sections 5b 10a3 and 17a of

the Securities Act of 1933 Section 10b of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934

Exchange Act and Rules Ob-5 and Ob-9 promulgated thereunder and from aiding and

abetting an issuers violations of Section 13a of the Exchange Act and Rules 12b-20
