in a company's annual report. He pointed out the possibility of identifying items not covered in the annual

report by an asterisk in the 10K report, and mentioned also that the Commission has toyed with the idea of

requiring that the annual report indicate what items are available in Form 10K. He stressed the obligation of

corporations to deal evenly with large and small shareholders if they disclose new developments that have

material Significance on decisions to buy or sell stock. '~he task before us now is to see that as informa

tion on corporate performance is analyzed and evaluated, the conclusions are made more widely and evenly

available to all investors."
