The Commission today released a letter to Senators Donald W. Riegle and Alfonse M. 
D'Amato setting forth certain interpretive positions in a legislative history of the 
Commission's proposal to define insider trading. 

CHI•• a PROCEEDINGS . 
ROBERT C. LABINE SENTENCED 

The Chicago Regional Office announced that on January 27 Robert C. LaBine was sen
tenced by u.S. District Court Judge James P. Churchill to three years imprisonment on 
each of three counts of mail fraud and one year imprisonment on one count of submitting
a false loan application to a federally insured bank. The sentences are to run con
currently, and LaBine will remain free on bond pending appeal. LaBine, after a jury
trial, was found guilty on December 8, 1987. (U.S. v. Robert C. LaBine, et al., USDC EDMI, CR 87-80229 DT). (LR-11666) 

INVESTMENT COMPANY ACT _WSES 

MUTUAL BENEFIT LIFE INSURANCE COMPANY 

An order has been issued exempting Mutual Benefit Life Insurance Company, Mutual Bene
fit Variable Contract Account-9, and Mutual Benefit Financial Service Company from the 
provisions of Sections 2(a)(35), 26(a)(2)(C), and 27(c)(2) of the Investment Company
Act to permit the deduction of an asset based sales charge and mortality and expense
risk charges from the assets of the Separate Account. (Rel. IC-16266 - Feb. 11) 

NATIONWIDE LIFE INSURANCE COMPANY 

An order has been issued granting the Nationwide Life Insurance Company and Nationwide 
VLI Separate Account-2 exemptions from Sections 2(a)(35), 26(a)(2), 27(c)(1), and 27 
(c)(2) of the Investment Company Act and paragraphs (b)(l), (b)(13)(i)(B), and (c)(4)
(ii) of Rule 6e-3(T). The exemptions will permit them to use, for the purpose of 
sales load computation, the 1958 Commissioner's Standard Ordinary Table, and to allow 
them to deduct an income tax charge if such taxes are incurred as a result of the 
operations of the Separate Account, in connection with certain flexible premium
variable life insurance policies. (Rel. IC-16267 - Feb. 11) 

TRIDENT MORTGAGE SECURITIES COMPANY 

An order has been issued on an application filed by Trident Mortgage Securities Com
pany (Applicant), a limited purpose Delaware subsidiary of Trident Financial Corpora
tion, on behalf of itself and all owner trusts (each, a Trust), and partnerships
(each, a Partnership) it may establish in the future. The application exempts Appli
cant, and each Trust and ~artnership (collectively, Issuing Affiliates), from all 
provisions of the Investment Company Act in connection with the issuance of mortgage-
backed bonds, and the sale of residual interests in the Issuing Affiliates. (Rel.

HOLDING COMPANY ACT RElEASES 

THE SOUTHERN COMPANY 

An order has been issued authorizing a proposal by The Southern Company, a registered
holding company, and its subsidiary, SV Ventures, Inc., whereby Southern will acquire
all of the outstanding common stock of Savannah Electric and Power Company (SEPCO), a 
publicly-owned electric utility. SV will then be merged with and into SEPCO. SEPCO 
will continue to operate as an electric utility company and will be a separate subsid-' 
iary of Southern.
