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LEE RICHARDS ENJOINED 

The Philadelphia Regional Office announced that on October 6 Judge Alexander Harvey
II, U.S. District Court for the District of Maryland, entered a Final Judgment of 
Permanent Injunction enjoining Lee Richards, of Whitehall, Maryland, from future 
violations of the Foreign Corrupt Practices Act provisions of the Securities Exchange
Act of 1934. Richards consented to the permanent injunction without admitting or 
denying the allegations in the Commission's Complaint. 

The Complaint, filed on April 9, 1987, alleged that Jerald Moskowitz, one-time presi
dent of Psych Systems, Inc. (PSI), and others were involved in a scheme at PSI to 
improperly recognize and report revenue in 1983. As a result, it was alleged that 
PSI's revenue was overstated by $1,060,000 for the 1983 fiscal year. The Complaint
further alleged that Richards misled Alexander Grant & Co. during its audit of PSI by
signing a letter upon which the auditors relied when they allowed PSI to improperly
recognize $230,000 of revenue. (SEC v. Jerald Moskowitz, et al., DMD, Civil Action 
No. 8-87-862). (LR-11894)
