CERTAIN EXEMPTIONS FROM BROKER-DEALER REGISTRATION

The Commission is amending its regulation concerning Organization and Program Manage-
ment to delegate authority to the Director of the Division of Market Regulation to
grant exemptions from the broker-dealer registration reguirements of Section 15(a){1)
of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, pursuant to Section 15(a){2) of the Exchange
Act, with respect to registered government securities brokers or dealers effecting
any transactions in, or inducing or attempting to induce the purchase or sale of, a
security principally backed by a guaranty of the United States. This amendment will
be effective upon publication in the Federal Register, which is expected during the
week of December 19. (Rel. 34-26348)

(Rel., 34-26358); The
National Association of Securities Dealers (SR-NASD-88-43) that amends the Rules of
Practice and Procedures for the Small Order Execution System (SOES) to define the term
professional trading account and to prohibit members from entering orders in SOES on
behalf of prefessional trading accounts. (Rel. 34-26361); and The Midwest Stock
Exchange (SR-MSE-88-6) which will eliminate the present limit order execution crite-
rion of the Midwest Automated Execution System, requiring a co-specialist to manually
execute 300 shares for every 500 shares of the same issue that trades at the limit
price on the primary market.
