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 PROCEEDINGS

SSION SUSTAINS NASD DISCIPLINARY ACTION AGAINST BISON SECURITIES, INC. AND MICHAEL

The Commission has sustained the disciplinary action taken by the NASD against Bison
Securities, Inc. of Amherst, New York and Michael Tripi, its president. The NASD
had found that from March 1988 through February 1989 Bison Securities, through Tripi,-
charged customers prices that were unreasonable, unfair and fraudulent for the stock
of Energy Recovery, Inc. and Hybrilonics, Inc. The NASD also found that Bison
Securities, through Tripi, erroneously designated on confirmations Bison Securities’
capacity in customer transactions in those securities as dual agency, rather than as
principal, thereby violating SEC Rule 10b-10. The NASD further found that Bison
Securities failed to keep adequate Dbooks and records and that it made
misrepresentations on certain FOCUS reports.

The Commission sustained the NASD's sanctions. The NASD censured Bison Securities
and Tripi, fined them $90,000, jointly and severally, suspended Bison Securities for
six months, suspended Tripi for six months and required Tripi to requalify as a
principal. (Rel. 34-32034)

ACTION AGAINST ROBERT BRUCE ORKIN AFFIRMED

The Commission has affirmed NASD disciplinary action against Robert Bruce Orkin of
Boca Raton, Florida. Orkin was a former branch manager for Tri-Bradley Investments,
Inc. (Tri-Bradley), a former NASD member firm. The NASD censured Orkin, fined him
$15,000 and suspended him from acting in all principal capacities with any NASD member
for 90 days.

The Commission found that Orkin was responsible for Tri-Bradley charging retail
customers excessive markups in 201 sales of common stock of Ortech Industries, Inc.
(Ortech) between October 20 and December 10, 1987. The Commission rejected Orkin’s
claim that he was a "mere order taker” who charged prices established by his superiors
at Tri-Bradley. The Commission’s opinion noted that Orkin was substantially involved
in the pricing process. In addition to being the former president of Ortech, Orkin
recommended prices to his customers while knowing significant information about Tri-
Bradley’s pricing process, including the price the firm paid to acquire Ortech stock.
The Commission emphasized that securities professionals cannot abdicate their
responsibility to customers to price securities fairly by relying on “formalistic
organizational structures.” In affirming the NASD's sanctions against Orkin, the
Commission stated that the sanctions imposed were appropriate in light of Orkin’'s
serious misconduct and his disregard for the NASD's pricing policy. (Rel. 34-32035)



CRIMINAL PROCEEDINGS

GREGORY HARRINGTON INDICTED

The Commission and Michael J. Norton, U.S. Attorney for the District of Colorado,
announced that on March 10 a Denver federal grand jury returned a one-count indictment
against Gregory A. Harrington. The indictment charges Harrington with conspiracy to
commit mail fraud, wire fraud and interstate transportation of stolen goods, all in
violation of 18 USC § 371.

The indictment charges that Harrington and co-conspirators agreed to, among other
things, manipulate and create the appearance of a market for the stock of United
Financial Operations, Inc. and to collect the proceeds from the sale of the stock.
The indictment further charges that the co-conspirators conducted prearranged trades
through controlled accounts and paid for the trades with worthless checks. [U.S. v.
Gregory A. Harrington, Criminal Action No. 93-1179M, USDC, Colo.] (LR-13581)

INVESTMENT COMPANY ACT RELEASES:

THOMSON FUND GROUP, ET AL.

A notice has been issued ‘giving interested persons until April 21, 1993 to request
a hearing on an application filed by Thomson Fund Group, et al., for an order to amend
certain prior orders under Section 6(c) of the Investment Company Act.

The Commission reserves
jurisdiction over an additional $2.45 million pending completion of the record. (Rel.

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EASTERN UTILITIES ASSOCIATES

An order has been issued authorizing a proposal by Eastern Utilities Associates (EUA),
a registered holding company. EUA proposes to effect certain amendments of the
Eastern Utilities Associates Amended Restricted Stock Plan (EUA Stock Plan), the EUA
Cogenex Corporation Restricted Stock Plan (Cogenex Stock Plan) and the EUA Cogenex
Corporation Performance Share Plan (Cogenex Performance Plan) (collectively, Plans).
EUA proposes, through June 30, 1998, to acquire, issue or reissue up to 500,000 shares
of its outstanding, unissued or acquired common shares, which may subsequently be
granted pursuant to the Plans. In order to receive approval of the EUA Stock Plan
as revised by the proposed amendments, EUA proposes to solicit proxies from its
shareholders for EUA’s annual meeting to be held on May 17, 1993.

MISSISSIPPI POWER AND LIGHT COMPANY
