The Commission announced that on March 23 a final judgment of permanent injunction 
by default was entered in the U.S. District Court for the Western District of 
Washington against Neeraj Bery, formerly a Seattle securities salesman, enjoining him 
from further violations of Section 17(a) of the Securities Act of 1933 (Securities 
Act), Section 10(b) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934 (Exchange Act) and Rule 
lob-5 promulgated thereunder. The judgment also orders Bery to disgorge ill-gotten 
gains of $43,678 plus $25,745 for prejudgment interest, and to pay penalties of 
$150,000. Bery was found to have violated the antifraud provisions of the Securities 
Act and the Exchange Act by, among other things, misrepresenting customer securities 
positions, the status of customer accounts, and year end trading profits, and by 
making unauthorized transfers from one customer account to another, resulting in 
customer losses of more than $235,000. [SEC v. Neera-j Bery, C92-1515, W.D. WA] (LR-
