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RULES AND RELATED MATTERS

RULES 2al9-2 AND 2a3-1 ADOPTED

The Commission has adopted Rules 2al9-2 and 2a3-1 under the Investment Company Act
of 1940. Rule 2al9-2 excepts from the definition of interested person in Section
2(a)(19) the general partners that serve as directors of 1limited partnership
investment companies, provided that the partnership agreement contains in substance
certain provisions that are set forth in the rule. Rule 2a3-1 excepts from the
definition of affiliated person in Section 2(a)(3) those limited partners of limited
partnership investment companies that are affiliated persons solely because they are
limited partners. (Rel. IC-19658)

SEC NAMES HEAD OF PHILADELPHIA OFFIGE

On August 26, Chairman Levitt announced the appointment Donald M. Hoerl to be the head
of the Commission’s Philadelphia Office.

Mr. Hoerl currently is the Associate Regional Administrator in charge of the
Commission’s Salt Lake City Branch Office, a position he has held since June 1987,
Prior to that time, Mr. Hoerl was the Chief Trial Counsel for the Commission’s Denver
Regional Office. Mr. Hoerl was an Assistant United States Attorney in Denver Colorado
for five years before joining the Commission in 1982. (Press Rel. 93-30)

PERSONNEL REORGANIZATION IN COMMISSION’S REGIONAL OFFICE PROGRAM

Chairman Levitt today announced that, in an effort to streamline the Commission’s
regional office program and improve program services, the following structure will
be put in place: Regional Administrators for the Los Angeles, New York, Chicago and
Denver Offices will be designated as Regional Directors; Elaine Cacheris will be
promoted to head the Pacific Region from the Los Angeles Office and will be
responsible for managing the Seattle and San Francisco District Offices; Robert
Davenport will be promoted to head the Central Region from the Denver Office and will
be responsible for managing the Salt Lake City and Fort Worth District Offices;
William Goldsberry will be promoted to head the Midwest Region from the Chicago Office
within its current configuration; and Richard Walker will be promoted to head the
Northeastern Region from the New York Office and will be responsible for managing the



Boston and Philadelphia District Offices. In the short term, there will be no change
in the Southeast Region; however, planning will begin to designate Miami as the
Regional Office responsible for the Atlanta District Office. William McLucas, the
Director of Enforcement, will have overall responsibility for these five regional
offices but the other Commission Division Directors in the Commission’s Washington
headquarters will be responsible for managing their respective programs in each
office.

CIVIL PROCEEDINGS

COMPLAINT FILED AGAINST ROBERT JOHNSTON AND FIDUCIARY PLANNING

The Commission announced that on August 23 a complaint was filed in the U.S. District
Court for the Eastern District of Michigan against Robert Johnston (Johnston), a
resident of Birmingham, Michigan, and Fiduciary Planning, Inc. (FPI), an unregistered
broker-dealer owned and run by Johnston. The complaint requests that the Court enter
an Order of Permanent Injunction and disgorgement against Johnston and FPI based on j
their violations and/or aiding and abetting violations of the securities registration, '
broker-dealer registration and antifraud provisions of the federal securities laws.
The complaint alleges that from at least June 1989 through December 1989, Johnston
and FPI misrepresented and omitted material facts in connection with their offer and
sale of unregistered securities in the form of U.S. and foreign government bonds or
investment contracts in Eurobond Exchange Ltd. (Eurobond). Specifically, the
complaint alleges that Johnston and FPI failed to adequately investigate the Eurobond
investment and materially misrepresented and omitted to state material facts
concerning, among other things, the risks and returns of the Eurobond investment and
the commissions of up to 12% that they received from their sales of the investment.
