The Commission announced the institution of public proceedings against PDS Securities 
International, Inc., a registered broker-dealer, and its President, Douglas 1. 
Maxwell. Simultaneously with the institution of these proceedings, PDS and Maxwell 
submitted an offer of settlement. W'ithoutadmitting or denying the findings contained 
in the Commission's order, except for the finding that they were permanently enjoined, 
PDS and Maxwell consented to the entry of the Order instituting proceedings, making 
findings and imposing remedial sanctions. The Order finds that PDS and Maxwell 
violated the general antifraud provisions of the federal securities laws, that Maxwell
aided and abetted PDS's violations of the broker-dealer antifraud provisions, and that 
they were permanently enjoined from further violations of these provisions. PDS and 
Maxwell raised over $1 million from investors through the fraudulent offer and sale 
of securities in the form of limited partnership interests. The Commission revoked 
PDS's registration and barred Maxwell from association with the securities industry
for five years.
