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CRIMINAL PROCEEDINGS

BENJAMIN SPRECHER FOUND GUILTY

The Commission and the U.S. Attorney for the Southern District of New York announed
that on January 16 Judge Miriam G. Cedarbaum found Benjamin G. Sprecher, a New York
securities lawyer, guilty of ten felony counts including five specifications of
perjury in a Commission investigation. 1In addition, Sprecher was found guilty of
obstruction of justice in two Commission investigations, conspiracy to sell
unregistered securities, making false filings with the Commission and conspiracy to
defraud the IRS. Evidence also showed that Sprecher attempted to obstruct the grand
jury investigation by sending false corporation resolutions to Bank Leumi and by
forging another attorney’'s name to a letter vouching for the false resolutions.
Sprecher'’'s activities centered around a phony tax-exempt religious organizations named
Kahila Kadeshia Parkofski which he used as -a nominee to hide his income and his
securities transactions.
