CIVIL PROCEEDINGS 

JUDGMENT ENTERED AGAINST COMPACT DISCOUNTERS, INC. AND KEITH STAHL 

The Commission announced that the U. S. District Court for the District of South 
Carolina (Columbia Division) entered Judgement by Default against Compact Discounters, 
Inc. (CDI) and Keith E. Stahl (Stahl) finding that they violated Sections 5 and l7(a) 
of the Securities Act of 1933 and Section lOeb) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934 
and Rule 10b-5 thereunder. The Court enjoined CDI and Stahl from future violations 
of these provisions of the federal securities laws and ordered them to disgorge
$67,500 plus prejudgment interest. The Commission's complaint filed in September
1991 alleged that the defendants offered and sold unregistered securities by means 
of offering materials that contained false and misleading statements and omissions.
