CIVIL PROCEEDINGS

CIVIL INJUNCTIVE ACTION FILED AGAINST SOUTHEAST FIRST CAPITAL CORPORATION, CLIFFORD BUCK
AND THOMAS BUCK

The Commission filed an action in the U.S. District Court for the Southern District
of Florida on July 31, 1992 against Southeast First Capital Corporation, Clifford W.
Buck and Thomas W. Buck alleging violations and aiding and abetting of violations of
Section 17(a) of the Securities Act and Section 10(b) of the Exchange Act and Rule
10b-5 thereunder.

The Commission’s complaint alleges that the defendants intentionally failed to
disclose certain material facts regarding Southeast’s equipment leasing activities
in Southeast’s annual report on Form 10-K for the fiscal year ended February 28, 1989
and in a Southeast private placement memorandum.

The complaint further alleges that the defendants used a significant portion of the
proceeds of a private placement of Southeast securities to repay a loan from Clifford
W. Buck to Southeast, without disclosing this intended use of proceeds in the private
placement memorandum.



Simultaneously with the filing of the Commission’s complaint, defendants Southeast
First Capital Corporation and Clifford W. Buck consented, without admitting or denying
the allegations in the Commission’s complaint, to the entry of permanent injunctions
restraining them from future violations of Section 17(a) of the Securities Act and
Section 10(b) of the Exchange Act and Rule 10b-5 thereunder. Clifford W. Buck also
consented to the entry of an order prohibiting him from serving as an officer or
director of any issuer that has a class of securities registered under Section 12 of
the Exchange Act or that is required to file reports under Section 15(d) of the
Exchange Act.
