CIVIL PROCEEDINGS

TEMPORARY RESTRAINING ORDER ENTERED AGAINST DARRELL EUBANK

The Commission announced that on October 16 the Honorable James L. Graham of the U.S.
District for the Southern District of Ohio entered a Temporary Restraining Order
against Darrell R. Eubank (Eubank). The Order enjoins Eubank from violations of the
antifraud provisions of the federal securities laws. The Order also freezes all of
the assets of defendant Eubank and Relief Defendant Sandra Eubank and requires them
to provide an accounting to the Court.

The complaint alleges that as part of a fraudulent scheme, Eubank offered and sold
securities to investors, requiring them to purchase the securities by checks made
payable to him. Thereafter, Eubank failed to purchase the securities and instead used
the funds for his own undisclosed personal use. [SEC v. Darrell R Eubank, No. C2-
92-944, S.D. Ohio] (LR-13415)
