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ENFORCEMENT PROCEEDINGS 

ORDER ISSUED AGAINST NATIONAL FINANCIAL SERVICES CORPORATION 

The Commission today issued an Order against National Financial 
Services Corporation (NFSC) finding that NFSC willfully violated 
Section 7(c) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934 and Regulation
T thereunder and ordering NFSC to cease and desist from violations 
of those provisions and to pay a $50,000 penalty. NFSC consented,
without admitting or denying the Commission's findings, to the entry 
of the Order and to paying the penalty. 

Over a six month period in 1993, NFSC illegally extended and 
maintained at least $3,000,000 of credit for purchases, made in 
approximately one hundred retail accounts, of approximately 20% of 
the outstanding shares of the common stock of Vertex Industries,
Inc. (Vertex). During this period, Vertex stock was not a margin
security. For six weeks after discovering the error, NFSC personnel
did not issue margin calls or directly contact the customers with 
margined Vertex positions. Rather, they let the correspondent firm 
with which the large majority of these accounts were held slowly
liquidate the stock in its clients' accounts. NFSC and the 
correspondent failed to bring the clients' accounts into compliance
with Regulation T as of the date three months later when Vertex 
stock became a legal margin security. (ReI. 34-38150)
