24f-2 under the Investment Company Act and Form 24F-2 to implement
a provision of the National Securities Markets Improvement Act of 
1996 relating to the registration of certain investment company
securities under the Securities Act of 1933. The proposed
amendments would simplify the method of determining the amount of 
registration fees on these securities. The Commission also proposed
conforming amendments to several' rules and forms, and to rescind 
Rules 24e-2 and 24f-l under the Investment Company Act.
