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TRADING IN BELLANc..b. SUSPENDEDSTOCK 

The Securities and Exchange Commission today announced the issuance 
of an order pursuant to Section 19(a)(4) of the Securities Exchange Act 
of 1934, suspending trading on the American Stock Exchange in the $1 par 
Capital Stock of Bellanca Corporation. New Cast~e. Delaware, for a further 
ten-day period, December 31, 1957 to January 9, 1957, inclusive. 

The action was based upon Bellanca's failure to comply with the re
porting requirements of S~ction 13 of the Act and the disclosure require
ments of the Commission's proxy rules under Section 14. 

Upon the basis of a finding by the Commission that such suspension is 
necessary to prevent fraudulent, deceptive, or manipulative acts or 
practices in connection with trading in Bellanca stock, trading by brokers 
and dealers in such stock in the over-the-counter markets also is pro
hibited during the period of the suspension. 

The Commission previously ordered a hearing pursuant to Section 19(a)
(2) of the Act on the question whether the Bellanca stock should be sus
pended for a period not exceeding 12 months, or withdrawn, from listing 
and registration on the Exchange. These proceedings are still pending.
