ORDER OF PERMANENT INJUNCTION ENTERED
AGAINST PAUL T. VAN WINKLE

The Denver Regional Office announced that on March 27 Chief Judge Sherman G. Fine-
silver, U.S. District Court for the District of Colorado, signed an order of permanent
injunction against Paul T, Van Winkle, of Denver, Colorado, enjoining him from violat-
ing the antifraud provisions of the securities laws. Van Winkle consented to the
permanent injunction without admitting or denying the allegations of the Commission's
complaint. The complaint alleged, among other things, that Van Winkle and Paul E.
Sherrod, also of Denver, violated the antifraud provisions by causing Time Technology,
Inc., a Colorado corporation headquartered in Grand Rapids, Michigan, to file a false
and misleading registration statement for the initial public offering of the company's
stock, and a false and misleading gquarterly report on Form 10-Q for the quarter ended
May 31, 1985, The action is continuing against Sherrod. (SEC v. Paul T. Van Winkle
and Paul E. Sherrod, USDC CO, Civil Action No. 87-F-378). (LR~-11400)
