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ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEEDINGS 

PROCEEDINGS INSTITUTED AND FINDINGS AND ORDER ENTERED 
AGAINST SETRAG MOORADIAN 

The Commission today instituted public administrative proceedings against Setrag Moor
adian under Section 15(b)(6) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934. Simultaneously,
Mooradian submitted an Offer of Settlement in which, without admitting or denying the 
findings of violations, he consented to the Findings an Order by the Commission. 

Mooradian, at various times, was employed as a principal accountant and vice president
of Seemala Corporation, formerly a registered broker-dealer controlled by Ivan F. 
Boesky. As such, he was responsible for the maintenance of certain of the books and 
records of Seemala. The Commission found that Mooradian aided and abetted Seemala's 
violations of Section 17(a)(1) of the Exchange Act and Rules 17a-3 and 17a-4 in that 
he failed to cause Seemala's records to reflect accurately the identities of and 
other required information with respect to the person or persons who had beneficial 
interests in certain securities of Fischbach Corporation and other issuers acquired
and held by Seemala. 

Mooradian consented to an Order suspending him from association with any broker,
dealer, investment adviser, investment company, municipal securities dealer, or gov
ernment securities broker or dealer for 12 months. Mooradian undertakes to cooperate
with the Commission in all matters arising from certain inquiries and investigations.
