ECEAP: Early Childhood Education Assistance Program, a comprehensive preschool program
that provide free services and support to high need children and their families.

Early Learning Partnership: Leaders from DEL, OSPI, and Thrive signed a joint resolution in
2009 establishing the Early Learning Partnership. The partners agreed to work together to
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develop an aligned statewide early learning system, to use an accountability framework
identifying priority areas and the organizational lead, and to report quarterly on their progress.
Leaders from these agencies meet every six weeks, at a minimum, along with leaders from the
Department of Health and the Department of Social and Health Services as a State Early
Learming Leadership Team to ensure full participation from all agencies and to share information
and decisions.

Early learning professionals: Any adult who works 1n a paid capacity to care for and/or teach
children ages birth through third grade, and their families. This includes, but i1s not limited to:
licensed child care providers and directors 1in centers or family home child care; preschool
teachers and directors; staff and directors of licensed school-age programs (usually for children
and youth ages 5 to 12 years old); school staff—including Pre-K, kindergarten through third
grade teachers and teachers’ aides, special education teachers, family support workers, literacy
coaches and administrators (e.g., principals and vice principals)—plus early intervention
workers, speech and language pathologists, home visitors, librarians, nutrition and health
services staff, teacher coaches and mentors, trainers, and consultants.

Early learning system: The various policies, programs and services for young children and for
the adults who care for and teach them. When these elements are each working well and align
with the other elements, children will have the best opportunity for optimal development.
ELAC: The Early Learning Advisory Council (ELAC) was created by the Legislature in 2007,
ELP: Washington’s 10-year Early Learning Plan.

EPSDT: Early and Periodic Screening, Diagnosis, and Treatment.

ERDC': Education Research and Data Center, which conducts analyses of early learning, K-12,
and higher education programs and education 1ssues across the P-20 system.

ERS: Environmental Rating Scale.

ESDs: Educational Service District. There are nine statutory regional service agencies 1n
Washington. Created by the legislature more than 30 years ago, the expressed purpose of an ESD
1s to assure equal educational opportunities for quality education and lifelong learning for all.

ESIT: Early Support for Infants and Toddlers provides services to children birth to 3 who have
disabilities and/or developmental delays.

Family child care (or family home child care): A caregiver who 1s licensed to serve a small
group of children 1n the caregiver’s home.

Family, Friend and Neighbor (FFN) caregivers: Family members, friends and neighbors who
care for children on a regular or occasional basis, but are not the child’s parent or guardian.
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FEL: Foundation for Early Learning is a public foundation that supports the learning of children,
birth through age five.

HVSA: Home Visiting Services Account supports, coordinates and evaluates evidence-based.,
research-based and promising home visiting programs.

Love.Talk.Play.: Thrive by Five Washington’s innovative campaign intended to support parents
as their child’s first and most important teacher by focusing on love, talk and play.

MA: Master of Arts postgraduate degree.

MERIT: The Managed Education and Registry Information Tool (MERIT) 1s the online

statewide training database administered by DEL for early learning professionals, STARS-
approved trainers and training organizations, and DEL staff.

NAEYC: The National Association for the Education of Young Children.

NCQTL: National Center on Quality Teaching and Learning, housed at UW, supports Head
Start with effective resources and training to improve classroom practices and help young
children succeed 1n school and life.

OFM: The Office of Financial Management provides vital information, fiscal services and
policy support that the Governor, Legislature and state agencies need to serve the people of
Washington State.

OSPI: The Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction is the primary agency charged with
overseeing K-12 public education in Washington.

PAG: The Parent Advisory Group to DEL.

PDC: Professional Development Consortium- a group of experts convened to create a strategic
plan for the professional development system.

QIP: Quality Improvement Plan, developed by TQRIS programs with guidance from their coach
to increase levels of quality.

ROR: Reach Out and Read 1s a national nonprofit organization that promotes early literacy by
giving new books to children and advice to parents about the importance of reading aloud 1n
pediatric exam rooms across the nation.

SBCTC: The State Board of Community and Technical Colleges provides leadership and
coordination for Washington's public system of 34 community and technical colleges.

SLDS: State Longitudinal Data System.

This Memorandum of Understanding (“MOU”) is entered into by and between _Washington State

Department of Early I.earning (DEL) (“Lead Agency”) and the Department of Social and Health

Services (DSHS) (“Participating State Agency”). The purpose of this agreement is to establish a
framework of collaboration, as well as articulate specific roles and responsibilities in support of the State
“1n 1ts implementation of an approved Race to the Top-Early Learning Challenge (RTT-ELC) grant

project.

L. ASSURANCES .
‘The Participating State Agency hereby certifies and represents that it:
1) Agrees to be a Participating State Agency and will implement those portions of the State Plan indicated

in Exhibit I, if the State application is funded;
2) Agrees to use, to the extent applicable and consistent with the State Plan and Exhibit I:

(a) A set of statewide Early Learning and Development Standards;

(b) A set of statewide Program Standards;
(c) A statewide Tiered Quality Rating and Improvement System (TQRIS); and
(d) A statewide Worktforce Knowledge and Competency Framework and progression of

credentials.

(Please note that Participating State Agencies must provide these assurances in order for the State to be
eligible for a RTT-ELC grant.)

3) Has all requisite power and authority to execute and fulfill the terms of this MOU;

4) Is familiar with the State’s RTT-ELC grant application and 1s supportive of and committed to
working on all applicable portions of the State Plan;

5) Will provide a F inalScope of Work only if the State’s application is funded and will do so in a timely
fashion but no later than 90 days after a grant 1s awarded; and will describe the Participating State

Agency’s specific goals, activities, timelines, budgets, and key personnel (“Participating State Agency
Plan”) in a manner that 1s consistent with the Preliminary Scope of Work (Exhibit I), with the Budget

This Memorandum of Understanding (“MOU™) 1s entered into by and between _Washington State
Department of Early Learming (DEL) (“Lead Agency”) and the Office of Superintendent of Public
Instruction (OSPI) and Thrive by Five Washmgton (Thrive) (“Participating State Agency or
Organization’). The purpose of this agreement 1s to establish a framework of collaboration, as well as

articulate specific roles and responsibilities 1n support of the State in 1its implementation of an approved
Race to the Top-Early Learning Challenge (RTT-ELC) grant project.

L. ASSURANCES
The Participating State Agency or Organization hereby certifies and represents that it:
1) Agrees to be a Participating State Agency or Organization and will implement those portions of the
State Plan indicated 1in Exhibait I, 1f the State application 1s funded;
2) Agrees to use, to the extent applicable and consistent with the State Plan and Exhibait I:
