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EDWARD C. HORTON : AND CLOSING RECORD

The hearing in this proceeding was held on April 23 through 26, 2001. The record remains
open. Respondents have submitted correspondence indicating that Horton & Company is
inactive, but extant, and that Edward C. Horton has joined another accounting firm. The
Division of Enforcement does not dispute the facts stated in the correspondence but affirms that
it has not changed its request for sanctions against each Respondent.
